The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funds for the period October 1, 2009, to September 30, 2010, to cover costs of the Jacksonville Children’s Commission’s After-School Food Program, including costs associated with the addition of 15 new sites as a result of the opening of Team Up programs as part of the Jacksonville Journey.  With the addition of the programs resulting from the Jacksonville Journey, direct service costs are projected to exceed estimates originally included with Ordinance 2009-512-E by more than ten percent (10%).
