ORDINANCE 2009-832
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.77( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 AT 8050 lone star road BETWEEN townsend boulevard and tracy road (R.E. NO. 120833-0050), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY sawgrass partners ii, inc., FROM cn (commercial neighborhood) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE lone star road PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Sawgrass Partners II, Inc., the owner of approximately 1.77( acres located in Council District 1 at 8050 Lone Star Road between Townsend Boulevard and Tracy Road (R.E. No. 120833-0050), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CN (Commercial Neighborhood) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CN (Commercial Neighborhood) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated September 30, 3009 and written description dated September 30, 3009 for the Lone Start Road PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Sawgrass Partners II, Inc. and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Susan E. Green, 200 First Street, Suite B, Neptune Beach, Florida 32266; (904) 241-6611.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

It is the purpose and intent of this PUD to provide flexibility in planning, design and
development; to provide an environment compatible with surrounding land use; to
encourage the preservation of the natural site features; thereby promoting the public
health, safety, morals, order, comfort, convenience, appearance, prosperity, and the
general welfare of the community. The PUD will create a unified development plan
incorporating shared access, utilities, storm water treatment and other development
criteria. The creation of a master planned development affords an efficient use of the
land.

Il. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT LOCATION

The PUD development proposed is located on a parcel of land containing approximately
1.77+/- acres of land which is owned by Sawgrass Partners |l, Inc. The PUD is located
at 8050 Lone Star Road.

Ill. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT LAND USE DESCRIPTION

As depicted on the site plan which is part of this PUD application, the property is
currently proposed to be developed as a Charter School. A more detailed description of
all the uses that will be allowed within the PUD is contained herein.

This PUD district will differ from conventional zoning districts by excluding the less
desirable uses found in the conventional districts. The PUD district also provides a
detailed site plan.

The existing Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation for the subject property is NC
(Neighborhood Commercial). The subject property is currently located in the CN
(Commercial Neighborhood) zoning district.
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IV. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The 1.77+/- acres of land shall be permitted to be developed with commercial
and institutional type uses. The same shall allow for the development of a
Charter School. The development may be modified from that depicted on the
PUD conceptual site plan, based upon final engineering design, architectural
design, and land planning design and market demands. If the school does not
move to the subject property the following shall be permitted through an
application for Verification of Substantial Compliance to the PUD.

A. Permitted uses and structures:

1. Medical and dental or chiropractor offices and clinics (but not hospitals).
2. Professional and business offices.
3. Neighborhood retail sales and service establishments, however no

individual building footprint shall exceed 40,000 square feet.

4. Service establishments such as barber or beauty shops, shoe repair
shops.

5. Restaurants with drive-in or drive-through facilities.

6. Banks with drive-thru tellers and financial institutions, travel agencies and
similar uses.

7. Libraries, museums and community centers. .

8. Community Center which could offer indoor recreational activities such as:

Basketball, skating, Bingo, Meeting rooms, Special event parties, Birthday
parties, Girl Scouts/Boy Scouts, etc.

9. An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale of beer or wine in
sealed containers for off-premises consumption.

10. Veterinarians meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4.

11.  Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio,
television and electric, meeting the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.

12  Employment office (but not a day labor pool).

13.  Churches, including a rectory or similar use, meeting the performance
standards and criteria set forth in Part 4.

Art galleries, dance, art, gymnastics, fitness center, martial arts, music and
photography studios, and theaters for stage performances (but not motion
picture theaters).

Off-street parking lots for premises requiring off-street parking meeting the
performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Filing or gas stations, with ancillary single bay automated car wash,
meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth
in Part4.

Retail outlets for sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage,
jewelry, cameras and sporting goods.

An establishment or facility includes the retail sale of beer or wine for on-
premises consumption.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of
all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises
consumption or off-premises consumption or both.

Permanent or restricted outside sale and service in conjunction with a
restaurant, meeting the performance standards and development criteria
set forth in Part 4.

Drive-thru facilities in conjunction with a permissible use or structure.

Day care centers meeting the performance standards and development
criteria set forth in Part 4.

Animal boarding for household pets, meeting the performance standards
and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Automated Car Washes meeting the performance standards and
development criteria set forth in Part 4.
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D. Specific Use Details for the Charter School:

Mission Statement

“The Patterson Academy for the Arts will provide completion options and post
secondary opportunities which include an innovative, self paced, contemporary,
and individualized instructional program for high school students with exposure to
the arts that result in a high school diploma. The ultimate goal for our school is to
encompass quality education and occupational craft to mold successful young
adults for a new tomorrow.”

Purpose

Patterson Academy for the arts is to prevent students from dropping out of high
school and recover students who have already done so, while offering courses
as well as internship opportunities focused on the learning environment. In
addition, student seminars will prepare young adults for both college and the
workforce, where student learning is directed and supported by highly-qualified
teachers. Methodologies will include:

Technology

Student seminars

Hands on learning

Post Secondary opportunities

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B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:
(1) Parking Requirements

The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with Section
656.604 of the Zoning Code, and more specifically as described herein.

¢« School - five (5) spaces for each classroom, office room, kitchen,
gymnasiums and auditorium.

e Medical and dental offices or clinics - One (1) space for each doctor plus
one (1) space for each two (2) employees plus one and one-half (1 2)
spaces for each consultation room or examining room; provided however,
that the maximum number of required spaces for each doctor does not
exceed seven (7) spaces.

e Restaurants- One (1) space for each four (4) seats in public rooms plus
one (1) space for each two employees.

¢ Business, commercial or personal service establishments (not otherwise
listed) - One (1) space for each three hundred (300) square feet of gross
floor area plus, where applicable, one (1) space for each one (1) thousand
square feet of lot or ground area outside buildings used for any type of
sales or display.

e Community Center — One for each 200 square feet of gross floor area, or
one for each three seats, whichever is greater.

¢ Notwithstanding the aforementioned criteria, shared parking may be
utilized to achieve parking requirements, provided however that the
required number of spaces shall be met on the overall site. For the
purpose of this PUD, reciprocal parking easements for the development
have been created and are a part of this application.

(2) Vehicular Access.

Vehicular access to the subject property will be via driveways off of Lone Star
Road, as depicted on the site plan.

In addition to the accesses shown on the site plan, the development may be

accessed internally through appropriate documentation providing for cross
easements for ingress and egress between the same.
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(3) Pedestrian Access.

External pedestrian access and circulation is in existence and is currently per
the requirements of the City of Jacksonville Traffic Engineer and Department of
Public Works.

Internal pedestrian access and circulation currently provides safe and easy
access from each of the parking fields to all of the structured uses.

C. Signs.

* One (1) street frontage sign per each street frontage for the center not to
exceed two hundred (200) square feet in area.

+ Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the
occupancy frontage or respective side of the building along the street
frontage.

o Freestanding signs for the development shall be ground mounted and not
exceed twenty five (25) feet in height. Freestanding signs for out parcels
shall be ground mounted and not exceed fifteen (15) feet in height.

e Directional signs shall also be permitted. The same shall not exceed five
(5) square feet.

D. Landscaping:

The Property is currently developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape
Regulations of the Zoning Code; however, the required perimeter and vehicular
use landscaping has been relocated elsewhere within the Property. Separate
parcels and reciprocal easements for access, parking, landscaping, ownership
and maintenance are created among the separate parcels of the Property, and
as such, any landscaping will be consistent with the PUD site plan.

E. Recreation and Open Space:

As depicted on the site plan there is not landscaping/green space throughout the
vehicular use areas and around the entire perimeter of the site, as this is an
existing vacated commercial shopping center which was built over twenty years
ago.
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F. Utilities

All street and drainage improvements, as well as any other public
works/engineering related issues will be designed as constructed in accordance
with the standards and specifications of the City of Jacksonville, Public Works
Department.

Electric, potable water and sanitary sewer will be provided by the JEA.
G. Wetlands

Wetlands, if any, are to be permitted through the applicable requirements.

VI. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for Verification of Substantial Compliance with the PUD,
a preliminary development plan shall be submitted to the City of
Jacksonville Planning and Development Department identifying all
proposed uses.

Vil. JUSTIFICATION FOR THE PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT
CLASSIFICATION

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of
the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use
Regulations. The proposed project will be beneficial to the surrounding
neighborhood community.
