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ORDINANCE 2009-841
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8, PARCEL 118, CONSISTING OF 1.15 ACRES, FROM JACQUELINE L. PARIS FOR $250,000, FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A RETENTION POND TO ACCOMMODATE STORM WATER DRAINAGE FOR THE LINCOLN VILLAS STORM WATER IMPROVEMENTS PHASE II PROJECT, SUCH PURCHASE BEING A PARTIAL TAKING; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ALL CLOSING DOCUMENTS AND OTHERWISE TAKE ALL NECESSARY ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURCHASE OF THE REAL PROPERTY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) is in need of real property for the construction of a retention pond to accommodate storm water drainage for the Lincoln Villas Storm Water Improvements Phase II Project; and
WHEREAS, the City has negotiated with Jacqueline L. Paris, the owner of a certain parcel of real property in Council District 8, Parcel 118, consisting of 1.15 acres, to secure real property associated therewith, and desires Council approval for the purchase of said parcel; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorization of purchase.  The purchase of Parcel 118, 1.15 acres more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, from Jacqueline L. Paris for $250,000 is hereby approved.  Such purchase is a partial taking. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all closing documents and to otherwise take all necessary action to effectuate said purchase.  No further Council action shall be required, provided that all such documents shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law.


Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the purchase approved in Section 1 is to secure real property for the construction of a retention pond to accommodate storm water drainage for the Lincoln Villas Storm Water Improvements Phase II Project.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
