Bill Summary: The bill adopts the LUZ Committee’s recommendation with regard to an appeal of a ruling by the Historic Preservation Commission partially approving (with conditions) and partially denying an application for a Certificate of Appropriateness (COA) for changes to the exterior of a residence in the Riverside-Avondale Historic District.
Background Information: The property owner applied to the City for a COA to construct a side addition onto a house, to re-open the closed single bay garage, and to replace a gabled stoop with a front porch on the home at 1723 Pine Grove Avenue in the Riverside-Avondale Historic District.  The Historic Preservation Commission recommends approval the side addition subject to conditions regarding the preservation of original windows and the installation of compatible windows in the addition, and recommends approval of the re-opening of the garage subject to the installation of a garage door acceptable to the commission.  The commission recommends denial of the replacement of the stoop with a much larger front porch as being incompatible with historic character of the district.
