A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL OF A FINAL ORDER OF THE JACKSONVILLE HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION APPROVING, IN PART, WITH CONDITIONS AND DENYING, IN PART, CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS APPLICATION COA-09-454, AS REQUESTED BY JASON RHODIN, REQUESTING TO A) CONSTRUCT A SIDE ADDITION, B) RE-OPEN THE SINGLE GARAGE BAY AND C) REPLACE THE GABLED STOOP WITH A FRONT PORCH AT 1723 Pine Grove Avenue IN THE RIVERSIDE-AVONDALE HISTORIC DISTRICT (COUNCIL DISTRICT 14), PURSUANT TO SECTION 307.204, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jason Rhodin filed Application COA-09-454 on August 5, 2009, requesting to a) construct a side addition, b) re-open the single garage bay, and c) replace the gabled stoop with a front porch at 1723 Pine Grove Avenue in the Riverside-Avondale Historic District (Council District 14); and


WHEREAS, after public hearing, the Historic Preservation Commission (HPC) approved, in part, with conditions, and denied, in part, Application COA-09-454 by Final Order dated September 29, 2009; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.204, Ordinance Code, Jason Rhodin, as agent for the property owner JP Morgan Chase Bank, filed a Notice of Appeal within 21 calendar days of the HPC Final Order; and


WHEREAS, the Notice of Appeal was timely filed and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.  The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings regarding Application COA-09-454, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee, attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  The recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee are hereby adopted and shall become effective immediately.  This resolution is the final action of the City Council.
