JOHNS RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT TO PROVIDE FOR COMPLETION OF ENVIRONMENTAL INFORMATION DOCUMENTS AND A SEPTIC TANK PHASE OUT FACILITIES PLAN; AUTHORIZING AMENDMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTS WITH THE WATER AND SEWER EXPANSION AUTHORITY (WSEA) AND THE DUVAL COUNTY HEALTH DEPARTMENT (DCHD) FOR PERFORMING CERTAIN OF THE OBLIGATIONS OF THE SJRWMD AGREEMENT; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2008-130-E TO PROVIDE $325,000 OF FUNDING FOR THE DUVAL COUNTY SEPTIC TANK ENFORCEMENT PROGRAM FOR FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010, TO PROVIDE $70,000 OF FUNDING TO DEVELOP A FACILITIES PLAN THAT WILL BE USED TO SECURE FUNDING FOR ADDITIONAL SEPTIC TANK PHASE-OUT AREAS, AND TO PROVIDE $20,000 OF FUNDING FOR AN EPA-REQUIRED ENVIRONMENTAL INFORMATION DOCUMENT FOR LINCOLN VILLAS, ALL AS INITIATED BY B.T. 10-030; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO SUBSEQUENT FISCAL YEARS; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE THE AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT FOR TRIBUTARY WATER QUALITY RESTORATION, LOWER ST. JOHNS RIVER BASIN BETWEEN THE CITY AND SJRWMD; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AMENDMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTS WITH WSEA AND THE DCHD FOR PERFORMING CERTAIN OF THE OBLIGATIONS OF THE SJRWMD AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to subsequent fiscal years.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide an additional $325,000 of funding for the Duval County Health Department’s Septic Tank Enforcement Program for fiscal year 2009-2010, to provide $70,000 of funding to develop a facilities plan that will be used to secure funding for additional septic tank phase-out areas; to provide $20,000 of funding for an EPA-required environmental information documents for Lincoln Villas.

Section 4.

Authorization of Amendment with SJRWMD.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute, for and on behalf of the City, an amendment with the St. Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD), in substantially the form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2, labeled “SJRWMD Amendment, October 20, 2009,” (the “SJRWMD Amendment”) and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 5.

Authorization of Amendment with WSEA.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute, for and on behalf of the City, an amendment with the Water and Sewer Expansion Authority (WSEA) for WSEA to perform certain obligations under the SJRWMD Agreement, in substantially the form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 3, labeled “WSEA Amendment, October 20, 2009,” and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 6.

Authorization of Amendment with DCHD.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute, for and on behalf of the City, an amendment with the Duval County Health Department (DCHD) for DCHD to perform certain obligations under the SJRWMD Agreement, in substantially the form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 4, labeled “DCHD Amendment, October 20, 2009,” and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 7. 
Further Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute the Agreement, the WSEA Subcontract and the DCHD Subcontract substantially in the forms attached hereto, and all other contracts and documents related thereto, and otherwise take all necessary action in connection therewith and herewith, and to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to the Agreement, the WSEA Subcontract and the DCHD Subcontract and such other contracts and documents, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided  such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" and do not change the financial obligations between the parties and, further provided, that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law. The term "technical amendments" as used in this section shall include, but not be limited to, changes in legal descriptions and surveys,  ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, schedules of  performance, design standards, vehicles access and site plan, which have no financial impact.

Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

WHEREAS, the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation and political
subdivision of the State of Florida (the “City”), the ST. JOHNS RIVER WATER
MANAGEMENT DISTRICT (the “District”), entered into that certain Agreement for Tributary
Water Quality Restoration, Lower St. Johns River dated effective June 30, 2008 (the

“Agreement”);

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article VII, Section I of the Agreement, the Agreement may be
amended by the parties thereto only upon the execution of a written amendment or modification
signed by the parties;

WHEREAS, the City would like to include additional projects in the Statement of Work
authorized by the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to amend the term of the Agreement, the Amount of
Funding and the Statement of Work to provide for such additional projects;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of said Agreement and for other good and
valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

1. Amendment to Article III (Compensation). Paragraph A of Article III of the
Subcontract is hereby amended to delete the existing paragraph and to replace it with the
following:

A. Amount of Funding. For satisfactory performance of the
Project, the City agrees to pay Subcontractor a sum in the amount
not to exceed Fourteen million Five Hundred Seventy Five
Thousand Dollars ($14,575,000.00) (the “Total Compensation”),
which is the City’s maximum indebtedness under this Subcontract.

Lincoln Villas Environmental Information Documents

In order to determine the extent to which the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA)
may apply to the Lincoln Villas Service Area Sewer Improvement project, Environmental
Information Documents (EID) must be drafted and submitted to the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA), or applicable State agencies that have been delegated National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permitting authority by EPA. Creation of
the EID is the initial step in EPA’s environmental assessment and thus must provide EPA
with basic information about the project and its environmental effects. The EPA will use
the EID in its environmental assessment to determine the project’s impact and will issue
either a Finding of No Significant Impact (FNSI) or, if there is potential for significant
impact, EPA will prepare an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) to further evaluate
the project and its alternatives.

Septic Tank Phase Out Facilities Plan

The Water and Sewer Expansion Authority intends to create a Septic Tank Phase Out
Facilities Plan that can be used to secure future funding from one or more sources in
order to continue with WSEA’s mission of phasing out failing septic systems in Duval
County. The plan will assist in identifying, prioritizing and planning future projects and
will require analysis of current septic system data, identification project areas, evaluation
of alternative technologies, estimation of life cycle costs and finalization of
recommendations In individual project facilities plans.

2. Under section “I. Introduction and Background” of Exhibit A and the
subsection addressing the estimated expenditures for each component of the program,
revise the following paragraphs with the new funding estimates as shown below:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article VII, Section I of the Subcontract, the Subcontract may
be amended by the parties thereto only upon the execution of a written amendment or
modification signed by the parties;

WHEREAS, the City would like to include additional projects in the Statement of Work
authorized by the Subcontract; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to amend the term of the Subcontract, the Amount
of Funding and the Statement of Work to provide for such additional projects;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of said Subcontract and for other good and
valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

Septic Tank Phase Out Facilities Plan

The Water and Sewer Expansion Authority intends to create a Septic Tank Phase Out
Facilities Plan that can be used to secure future funding from one or more sources in
order to continue with WSEA’s mission of phasing out failing septic systems in Duval
County. The plan will assist in identifying, prioritizing and planning future projects and
will require analysis of current septic system data, identification project areas, evaluation
of alternative technologies, estimation of life cycle costs and finalization of
recommendations in individual project facilities plans.
