Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $166,648.97 ($131,455 from a Victims of Crime Act (“VOCA”) grant received from the United States Department of Justice through the Office of the Attorney General of the State of Florida, for the grant period October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2010, $2,329.97 from Reserve for Federal Programs, and $32,864 In Kind contribution from City staff) to fund there Victim Services Advocate positions, as initiated by R. C. 10-028; providing for City oversight by the Department of Recreation and Community Services through its Behavioral and Human Services Division.

Background:  The grant funds will pay for the costs associated with three Victim Services Advocate positions.  The grant enables Victims Services to assist survivors of homicide victims and victims of robbery, assault, child victims of cybercrime, victims of child pornography, and innocent victims of gang violence.  The type of services provided includes crisis counseling, follow-up contacts, criminal justices support/advocacy, and assistance in filing compensation claims.
