Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $22,295 (a $17,836 grant from the U. S. Department of Homeland Security, Federal Emergency Management Agency, and $4,459 from the Reserve for Federal Programs account) awarded by the Assistance to Firefighters – Fire Prevention & Safety Grants Program to provide funding to purchase indoor and outdoor fire extinguisher training equipment packages to be used to implement a community Fire Extinguisher Training Program.
Background:  The purpose of Assistance to Firefighters – Fire Prevention and Safety Grants is to provide funds to national, State, local or community organizations that are recognized for their experience and expertise with respect to fire prevention or fire safety programs and activity. The Department of Homeland Security has determined that Jacksonville Fire and Rescue’s submitted project is consistent with the program and worth of award.  The program will train 1800 people in communities throughout Jacksonville.
