An ordinance appropriating $750,000 BY REALLOCATING FUNDS FROM THE EVERGREEN/BUFFALO INTERSECTION, OLD MIDDLEBURG ROAD (HERLONG TO WILSON), AND BROWARD ROAD (I-95 TO LEM TURNER) PROJECTS CONTAINED IN THE BETTER JACKSONVILLE PLAN TO THE HARTS ROAD (BERTHA TO DUNN) PROJECT TO COVER THE COSTS OF CLOSING OUT THE HARTS ROAD PROJECT, INCLUDING PAYMENT OF A COURT ORDERED EMINENT DOMAIN SETTLEMENT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 10-029; AMENDING THE 2009-2014 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2009-513-E TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “HARTS ROAD (BERTHA TO DUNN)” AND TO REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “EVERGREEN/BUFFALO INTERSECTION”, “OLD MIDDLEBURG/HERLONG TO WILSON” AND “BROWARD ROAD/I-95 TO LEM TURNER”; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2009-2010 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reallocate funds from the Evergreen/Buffalo Intersection, Old Middleburg Road (Herlong to Wilson), and Broward Road (I-95 to Lem Turner) Projects contained in the Better Jacksonville Plan and transfer those funds to the Harts Road (Bertha to Dunn) Project to cover the costs of closing out the Harts Road Project, including payment of an eminent domain settlement, approved by City Council in Ordinance 2009-560-E, pursuant to a Stipulated Final Judgment entered by the Circuit Court in the case styled City of Jacksonville v. Compass Bank, et al., Case No. 2006-CA-003032.  

Section 3.
CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2009-513-E, being the 2009-2014 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the project entitled “Harts Road (Bertha to Dunn)” and to reduce funding for the projects entitled “Evergreen/Buffalo Intersection,” “Old Middleburg/Herlong to Wilson,” and “Broward Road/I-95 to Lem Turner.”  These projects are described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2009-513-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2009-513-E is continued in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.

Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that funds are needed immediately to pay an eminent domain settlement, approved by City Council in Ordinance 2009-560-E, pursuant to a Stipulated Final Judgment entered by the Circuit Court in the case styled City of Jacksonville v. Compass Bank, et al., Case No. 2006-CA-003032, wherein the Stipulated Final Judgment ordered the City to fully pay the settlement by October 13, 2009.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
