Bill Summary:  This bill approves a State and Local Task Force Agreement with the United States Dept. of Justice, Drug Enforcement Administration, authorizing the Sheriff to execute said agreement.  The Sheriff is further authorized to make and enter into other non-financial interagency agreements with federal, state, district, and other local agencies in order to promote the health and general welfare of persons in Jacksonville, without further Council authorization, provided that such agreements must have been reviewed and approved as to form by the Office of General Counsel and that any such non-financial agreement must contain, near the signature block, reference to this ordinance as the authority for the Sheriff to make and execute the same.
Background Information:  The U. S. Drug Enforcement Administration agreement offers the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office the opportunity to participate in a task force to fight and disrupt illicit drug traffic operations.  The term of this agreement is from September 30, 2009, to September 30, 2010.  The bill states that this is a non-financial agreement, other than Sheriff’s Office responsibility for salaries and benefits of its officers assigned to the task force, with certain federal reimbursements.
