Bill Summary: The bill authorizes the execution of several amendments to a conservation easement agreement between the City and the St. Johns River Water Management District which would have the effect of the district releasing a small portion of an existing easement over a parcel of environmentally sensitive property on Touchton Road in exchange for the addition of a slightly larger nearby parcel into the conservation easement to accommodate a City road improvement project.
Background Information:  The portion of the conservation easement being released by the Water Management District is 0.05 acres, while the additional land being added to the conservation easement as compensation is 0.24 acres.  The exchange of parcels in the conservation easement will allow the City to construct a roundabout at the entrance to the Montreux condominium development on Touchton Road just west of Southside Boulevard.
