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ORDINANCE 2009-881
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, A PARTIAL RELEASE OF, AND AMENDMENT TO, THE CONSERVATION EASEMENT, GRANTING A CONSERVATION EASEMENT OVER ADDITIONAL ENVIRONMENTALLY SENSITIVE LANDS TO THE ST. JOHNS RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT (“SJRWMD”) IN RETURN FOR SJRWMD’S RELEASE OF A PORTION OF THE PROPERTY SUBJECT TO THE CONSERVATION EASEMENT AND COMPRISING PART OF THE TOUCHTON ROAD IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Partial Release of, and Amendment to, Conservation Easement.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Partial Release of, and Amendment to, Conservation Easement, in substantially the form as set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, granting a conservation easement over additional environmentally sensitive lands to the St. Johns River Water Management District (“SJRWMD”) in return for SJRWMD’s release of a portion of the property subject to the conservation easement and comprising part of the Touchton Road Improvements Project. The engineering design of Touchton Road was changed from a four-lane roadway design to a two-lane design with roundabouts. The proposed roundabout at the entrance to the Montreux condominium development encroaches into the previously granted conservation easement located north of Touchton Road.  Since SJRWMD regulatory guidelines allow for a Conservation Easement Boundary Adjustment when it is needed for a public project, formal documentation was submitted to SJRWMD requesting an Easement Release for the land area within the existing conservation easement needed to build the Montreux condominium roundabout (Parcel 812, the legal description of which is attached to the Partial Release of, and Amendment to, Conservation Easement as Exhibit A).  In return for the Easement Release, it was necessary for the City to propose a land area to compensate for that portion of the existing conservation easement that will be vacated. The City proposed to add a parcel west of the vacated area and contiguous to the conservation easement (Parcel 811, the legal description of which is attached to the Partial Release of, and Amendment to, Conservation Easement as Exhibit B), and SJRWMD agreed to the substitution.  Parcel 811 is identical in vegetation and soil composition to Parcel 812.
Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

PARTIAL RELEASE OF AND AMENDMENT TO
CONSERVATION EASEMENT

THIS PARTIAL RELEASE OF AND AMENDMENT TO CONSERVATION

EASEMENT is made this day of , 2009, by the City of Jacksonwville,

a Florida municipal corporation, having an address at 214 N. Hogan Street, 10" Floor,

Jacksonville, FL 32250 (the “CITY"), in favor of the ST. JOHNS RIVER WATER

MANAGEMENT DISTRICT, a public body existing under Chapter 373, Fiorida Statutes,

having a mailing address at 4049 Reid Street, Palatka, Florida 32177 ("Grantee").
RECITALS:

WHEREAS, Developer, Deerwood Lake, LLC executed a Conservation
Easement dated June 7, 2002 and recorded in Official Records Book 10520, Page 467,
Public Records of Duval County, Florida (hereinafter the “"Conservation Easement”)
over certain property located in Duval County, Florida in favor of the Grantee in
accordance with the District Permit No. 4-031-70846-1; and

WHEREAS, CITY is the current fee owner of a portion of that the Conservation

Easement property as described in the attached Exhibit “A” by adoption and dedication
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in Plat Book 56, Pages 20, 20A through 20V, and being part of Deerwood Lake, Plat
Book 56, Pages 20, 20A through 20V.

WHEREAS, CITY and Grantee have mutually agreed that CITY may substitute
other environmentally sensitive lands for a portion of the property subject to the
Conservation Easement; and

WHEREAS, Grantee desires to release a portion of the property subject to the
Conservation Easement and CITY desires to grant a conservation easement over an
additional portion of the property owned by Grantor; and

WHEREAS, the parties intend to ratify the remainder of the Conservation
Easement which is not released herein;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the above and the mutual covenants,
terms, conditions and restrictions contained herein, and other valuable consideration,
the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as
follows:

1. Release. Grantee hereby releases, terminates, discharges and quit
claims any and all interests, rights, privileges, licenses in and to the property described
in attached Exhibit “A”. This Release of Conservation Easement is binding upon and
shall inure to the benefit of CITY and its successors and assigns. This Release of
Conservation Easement applies only to the real property described in attached Exhibit
“A”. ;

2. Substitution. In exchange for the release identified in paragraph 1 herein,

CITY hereby grants to Grantee a conservation easement over the property described in
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attached Exhibit "B” (the “Property”) in order to off-set adverse impacts to natural
resources, fish and wildlife, and wetland functions.

3. Reaffirmation. Except as specifically set forth herein, all provisions of the
Conservation Easement and Permit No. 4-031-70846-1 shall remair; unchanged and in
full force and effect. The remainder of the property described in the Conservation
Easement is unaffected by this Release and shall continue to be bound by the terms of
said Conservation Easement.

4. Purpose. The purpose of this Conservation Easement is to assure that
the Property will be retained forever in its existing natural condition and to prevent any
use of the Property that will impair or interfere with the environmental value of the
Property.

5. Prohibited Uses. Except for restoration, creation, enhancement,

maintenance and monitoring activities, or surface water management improvements,
which are permitted or required by the Permit, the following activities and uses are
expressly prohibited on the Property:
(a)  Construction or placing buildings, roads, signs, billboards or other
advertising, utilities or other structures on or above the ground.
(b) Dumping or placing soil or other substance or material as landfill or
dumping or placing of trash, waste or unsightly or offensive materials.
(c) Removing or destroying trees, shrubs, or other vegetation.
(d)  Excavating, dredging or removing loam, peat, gravel, soil, rock or

other material substances in such a manner as to affect the surface.
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(e)  Surface use, except for purposes that permit the land or water area
to remain predominantly in its natural condition.

(f) Activities detrimental to drainage, flood control, water conservation,
erosion control, soil conservation, or fish and wildlife habitat preservation.

(g)  Acts or uses detrimental to such retention of land or water areas.

(h)  Acts or uses detrimental to the preservation of the structural
integrity or physical appearance of sites or properties of historical, architectural,
archaeological, or cultural significance.

6. Reserved Rights. CITY reserves unto itself, and its successors and

assigns, all rights accruing from its ownership of the Property, including the right to
engage in or permit or invite others to engage in all uses of the Property, that are not
expressly prohibited herein and are not inconsistent with the purpose of this
Conservation Easement.

7. Rights of Grantee. To accomplish the purposes stated herein, CITY

conveys the following rights to Grantee:

(a) To enter upon and inspect the Property in a reasonable manner
and at reasonable times to determine if CITY or its successors and assigns are
complying with the covenants and prohibitions contained in this Conservation
Easement.

(b) To proceed at law or in equity to enforce the provisions of this
Conservation Easement and the covenants set forth herein, to prevent the

occurrence of any of the prohibited activities set forth herein, and require the
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restoration of areas or features of the Property that may be damaged by any
activity inconsistent with this Conservation Easement.

8. Grantee's Discretion. Grantee may enforce the terms of this Conservation

Easement at its discretion, but if CITY breaches any term of this Conservation
Easement and Grantee does not exercise its rights under this Conservation Easement,
Grantee's forbearance shall not be construed to be a waiver by Grantee of such term,
or of any subsequent breach of the same, or any other term of this Conservation
Easement, or of any of the Grantee's rights under this Conservation Easement. No
delay or omission by Grantee in the exercise of any right or remedy upon any breach by
CITY shall impair such right or remedy or be construed as a waiver. Grantee shall not
be obligated to CITY, or to any other person or entity, to enforce the provisions of this
Conservation Easement.

9. Grantee's Liability. CITY will assume all liability for any injury or damage

to the person or property of third parties which may occur on the Property arising from
CITY's ownership of the Property. Neither CITY, nor any person or entity claiming by or
through CITY, shall hold Grantee liable for any damage or injury to person or personal
property which may occur on the Property.

10. Acts Beyond CITY's Control. Nothing contained in this Conservation

Easement shall be construed to entitle Grantee to bring any action against CITY for any
injury to or change in the Property resulting from natural causes beyond CITY's control,
including, without limitation, fire, flood, storm and earth movement, or from any
necessary action taken by CITY under emergency conditions to prevent, abate or

mitigate significant injury to the Property or to persons resulting from such causes.
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11. Recordation. CITY shall record this Partial Release and Amendment to
Conservation Easement in timely fashion in the Official Records of Duval County,
Florida, and shall rerecord it at any time Grantee may require to preserve its rights.
CITY shall pay all recording costs and taxes necessary to record this Conservation
Easement in the public records. CITY will hold Grantee harmiess from any recording
costs or taxes necessary to record this Conservation Easement in the public records.

12.  Successors. The covenants, terms, conditions and restrictions of this
Conservation Easement shall be binding upon, and inure to the benefit of the parties
hereto and their respective personal representatives, heirs, successors and assigns
and shall continue as a servitude running in perpetuity with the Property. Grantee will
hold this Conservation Easement exclusively for conservation purposes. Grantee will
not assign its rights and obligations under this Conservation Easement.

3. The Property is free and clear of all liens, taxes, encumbrances and claims of every kind,
nature and description whatsoever, except for easements, restrictions, or other title
matters listed in the schedule of exceptions in the title information provided to the District
for the property subject to this conservation easement in the Property to be received by
Grantee in this transaction.

4, There are no matters pending against the Grantor that could give rise to a lien that would
attach to the Property or cause a loss of title or impair the fitle, and the Grantor has not
and will not execute any instrument that would adversely affect the interest to be
insured.

5. Grantor has undisputed possession of the Property; there is no other person or entity in
possession or who has any possessory right in the Property; and Grantor knows of no
defects in the fee simple title to the Property.

6. No “Notice of Commencement” has been recorded which pertains to the Property since
the date of the title search, there are no unrecorded laborer's, mechanic's or
materialmen’s liens against the Property, and no material has been furished to the
Property for which payment has not been paid in full. If a “Notice of Commencement”
has been recorded, the Grantor agrees to execute and record a Subordination of Notice
of Commencement to the conservation easement in the Property to be received by
Grantees in this transaction.

governmental authority. Should any bill be found which relates to Grantor's possession,
Grantor will pay such bill upon demand. No notice has been received of any public
hearing regarding future or pending zoning changes or assessments for improvements
by any governmental authority.

There are no unrecorded deeds, agreements for deed, judgments, liens, mortgages,
easements or rights of way for users, or adverse interests with respect to the Property.

There are no claims, liens or security interests whatsoever of any kind or description
against the Property. All real property taxes are paid in full.

There are no existing contracts for sale affecting the Property.
There is no civil action pending which involves the Property in any way.

There are no federal tax claims, liens or penalties assessed against the Grantor either
individually or in any other capacity.

No proceedings in bankruptcy have ever been brought by or against Grantor nor has an
assignment for the benefit of creditors been made at anytime, nor is there now in effect
any assignment of rents of the Property or any part thereof.

The real estate taxes will be kept current.

Grantor is not a “non-resident alien” for the purposes of United States income taxation,
nor is Grantor a “foreign person” (as such term i1s defined in Section 1445 of the Internal
Revenue Code of the United States and its related Income Tax Regulations).
