Bill Summary: The bill authorizes the administration to execute a multi-year grant agreement with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection for the City to operate a petroleum cleanup management program on behalf of the state for the period from January 1, 2010 through June 30, 2015.  The bill requests emergency approval so that the grant agreement and operational contract can be completed and in place by the January 1, 2010 start date.
Background Information: The revised grant agreement is an extension of the existing year-to-year grants that the City and FDEP have entered into for a number of years for the City’s operation of this petroleum cleanup management program.  The state contracts with the City to provide management and compliance oversight for the cleanup of petroleum contamination sites in the City by private contractors.  The City and FDEP authorized a one year extension for FY09-10 in June, but the FDEP has requested a long-term agreement for the City to operate the program for the next 5 years.  The City did not receive the final, clean versions of the agreements until last week and the Council’s holiday schedule in December would not allow the bill to receive the necessary three readings in time for the contract to begin on January 1 without emergency action.
Policy Impact Area: Environmental protection; grant and contract administration
Fiscal Impact: Undetermined – the operational contract and grant agreement provide that the City will be reimbursed for services provided on the basis of a fee schedule and the number of actual hours worked and services provided relating to petroleum spill cleanup projects.
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
