Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 380 – Solid Waste Management – to delete the option for small businesses, offices, commercial or industrial facilities to subscribe to a second day of garbage collection per week and to replace it with a provision allowing these entities to continue to pay the same rate as the second day service fee but authorize them to dispose of amounts of waste in excess of the City’s residential curbside disposal limit in lieu of a dedicated, separate second collection.
Background Information: Businesses in Jacksonville are generally required to subscribe to a private waste hauling service for removal of their solid waste.  The Ordinance Code does allow small businesses generating no more waste than the amount permitted for weekly disposal by a single family residence (10 “garbage receptacles” as defined in the Code) to utilize the household collection system for a fee, and the Code currently permits such businesses to subscribe to a dedicated, second collection day per week (totaling 20 garbage receptacles per week).  The relatively small number of businesses utilizing the second collection day option makes it economically inefficient for the waste haulers to send trucks to these locations twice a week, so this bill would permit those businesses to instead place all of their waste curbside for collection on the area’s one normal collection day in an amount up to 20 garbage receptacles by paying the same rate as the existing second day service fee.
