PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 

On November 20, The Florida Building Commission approved Declaratory Statement DCA09-DEC257 stating that low voltage work requires permitting.

To facilitate this decision, it was determined during discussions with the Board and the Building Inspection Division that the creation of a new local, Low Voltage Contractor category would be appropriate.  The language in the proposed amendment mirrors language found in state statute, Ch. 489, Part II governing electrical contracting.

The Board’s licensing examination vendor, Prometric, currently has an examination for the low voltage contractor category.
The proposed legislation provides for a Temporary Certificate of Competency licensure window until December 31, 2010.
