Bill Summary: The bill appropriates a grant of $125,000 from the Jessie Ball duPont Religious, Charitable and Educational Fund to the JEA to be used as matching funds for the Neighborhood Energy Efficiency Program.  The bill authorizes the carry-over of the appropriation to a future fiscal year.
Background Information: The Neighborhood Energy Efficiency Program provides energy audits and energy-saving home improvements to low- and moderate-income homeowners to lower their energy consumption and thereby reduce the JEA’s energy production needs. These funds will be used to provide attic sealing and blown-in insulation for poorly insulated homes to reduce their energy consumption and heating bills.

Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates a $125,000 grant from the Jessie Ball DuPont Fund.
