Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $54,234.32 from the Civil Citation Grant, through the State Attorney’s Office, Department of Juvenile Justice, to the Teen Court of the Fourth Judicial Circuit to reimburse the Teen Court for payments made for contractual services such as counseling, tutoring, mentoring and drug testing, as initiated by B.T. 11-032.
Background:  Teens adjudicated by Teen Court are remanded to special programs as an alternative to incarceration or juvenile detention.  These programs are provided by private contractors for counseling, tutoring, mentoring and drug testing.  This legislation transfers funding from the State Attorney’s Office to Teen Court accounts.
