A ORDINANCE REGARDING THE FIRE AND RESCUE TRIDATA IMPLEMENTATION PLAN APPROVED IN ORDINANCE 2008-656-E AND AMENDED IN ORDINANCE 2009-594-E; AMENDING A LIST OF FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT IMPROVEMENTS ORIGINALLY DETAILED IN THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT’S FIRE STUDY REPORT DATED JULY 14, 2008, PURSUANT TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF CHAPTER 421, ORDINANCE CODE (FIRE AND RESCUE CAPITAL PROGRAM); FUNDING OF THE PROGRAM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, in 2001, the City Council enacted Chapter 421, Ordinance Code, which establishes a process to plan for the current and future fire and rescue needs of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 421.103, the facilities of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department (“JFRD”) shall be independently evaluated every 5 years with recommendations made to City Council; and
WHEREAS, on November 10, 2008, Ordinance 2008-656-E approved the JFRD’s Fire Study Report, which included the 10-year TriData Implementation Plan (the “Plan”), addressing fiscal years 2009 through 2018; and
WHEREAS, on November 30, 2009, pursuant to Section 421.104, Ordinance Code, Ordinance 2009-594-E amended the Plan so as to defer all of the fiscal year 2010 improvements, along with improvements in each succeeding year, for one year, thus making the Plan an 11-year plan which would be completed in fiscal year 2019; and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 421.104, Ordinance Code, the Mayor has reviewed the Plan and because of current economic conditions has recommended that the Plan not be funded in accordance with previous approvals found in Ordinance 2008-656-E and Ordinance 2009-594-E, but rather has submitted for Council consideration the “TriData Implementation Plan,” dated November 30, 2010, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, which represents the revised Plan and details the cost of each improvement and its scheduled implementation in each year of the Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the revisions contained herein serve the public interests; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to amend the Plan, approved in Ordinance 2008-656-E and amended in Ordinance 2009-594-E, in a manner consistent with this ordinance and the current state of the economy. 
Section 2.

Fire and Rescue Capital Program Amended.
Ordinance 2009-594-E, being the 2009-2019 Fire and Rescue Capital Program, is hereby amended as provided in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to serve as the plan for meeting the fire and emergency medical needs of this community.  Years one through five of the 12 years included in the TriData Implementation Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 1, shall be known as the Fire and Rescue Station Capital Program (the “Program”) as required in Section 421.103, Ordinance Code.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
