AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 2.31( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 AT 4907 gate parkway BETWEEN j. turner butler boulevard and town center parkway (R.E. NO(s). 167727-1710), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY VARIOUS INDIVIDUALS AND ENTITIES, FROM pud (planned unit development) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit A restaurant use, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE bj’s restaurant AND BREWHOUSE PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, various individuals and entities as listed in Exhibit 3, attached hereto, the owner(s) of approximately 2.31( acres located in Council District 4 at 4907 Gate Parkway between J. Turner Butler Boulevard and Town Center Parkway (R.E. No(s). 167727-1710), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated February 9, 2011 and written description dated November 30, 2010 for the BJ’s Restaurant and Brewhouse PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally a restaurant use, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition:

(a)  The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated December 22, 2010, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.

I. PROJECT DESCRITION

BJ’s Restaurant Operations Company is proposing a 8,376 sf premium casual dining
restaurant, containing seating for approximately 260 guests inside and an additional 88
guests on the 1457 st patio. The restaurant will include a full bar including beer, wine
and liquor for on site consumption. The proposed 2.36 +/- acre site is located in front of
Costco and is undeveloped. In 2007 a PUD for a convenience store with gas pumps, an
oil lube and a car wash was approved. The convenience store included off premise beer
and wine sales. BJ’s is proposing a less intensive use.

II. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A full service restaurant requires approval of a PUD Rezone for this location. The
proposed PUD is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan. It will not adversely affect the
orderly development of the City, the welfare of the residents, or be detrimental to the
environment or to the use of the adjacent properties. BJ's Restaurant and Brewhouse will
complement the surrounding uses and be a welcome addition to the area.

111. DESIGN GUIDELINES

A. Lot Requirements:

There are no requirements for lot area. The subject building will occupy 9.1% of the lot.
The proposed building is 24 feet high with a 34 foot high entry tower. Articulation on
each building elevation is provided by architectural features including pilasters, reveals,
canopies, cornices, varying rooflines and wainscot treatments. The building materials
include an array of natural stones and slates as well as a rich paint palette that
complements these elements. The same color and material palette is continued within the
restaurant interior. The building signage consists BJ’s dimensional two layer national
trademarked logos, dual lit * Restaurant * and “Brewhouse” letters and a freestanding
monument sign. Two murals are displayed on the building. A third mural is displayed
within the interior of the restaurant completing the trio. The murals do not contain any
advertising of the BJ's brand and are solely intended to be a part of the overall
architectural design of the building. The murals are digitally screened, stretched and
mounted to a frame.

B. Ingress, egress and Circulation

Purking Requirements
The parking requirement is 1 space per 4 seats and | space per 2 employees with a total
requirement of 102 spaces and 180 spaces are provided.

Vehicular Access

Vehicular access will be from the existing entrance drive to the center which connects the
Costco parcel to Gate Parkway as well as an additional access point along the shared
property line between BJ’s parcel and Costco. Site circulation is improved with this
additional access point which was not a part of the previously approved PUD. Required
landscape and building setbacks have been maintained.

Pedestrian Access ]
There are two sidewalks from front ADA parking area that connect to public sidewalk
along drive aisle to the shopping center and Gate Parkway.

There are 4 wall signs, murals, and monument signs proposed. Please see exhibit J for
details.
