AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.38( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 on ft. caroline road between HEATHfield road and ROBINS NEST court, (R.E. NOS. 161213-0000 AND 161157-0000) AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY catherine b. whatley FROM co (commercial office) DISTRICT TO rld-60 (residential low density-60) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Catherine B. Whatley, the owner of approximately 0.38+ acres located in Council District 2 on Ft. Caroline Road between Heathfield Road and Robins Nest Court (R. E. Nos. 161213-0000 and 161157-0000) as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (“Subject Property”), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of the Subject Property from CO (Commercial Office) District to RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) District; and 


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and has rendered an advisory recommendation; and 


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, acting as the local planning agency, has reviewed the application and made an advisory recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, taking into consideration the above recommendations and all other evidence entered into the record and testimony taken at the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning:  (1) is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) District to RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) District, as defined and classified under the Zoning Code, City of Jacksonville, Florida.


Section 2.

Owner and Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Catherine B. Whatley and is described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Corey B. Mann, 9137 Merrill Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32225; (904) 993-4363.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

Legal Description

more particularly described as beginning at the concrete monument at the
Northeast corner of said Government Lot 9, the same being the Northwest
corner of Sawmill Ridge Unit Two, as recorded in Plat Book 41, Pages 25,
25A and 25B of the Current Public Records of said County; thence South
0°58'30” East, along the Easterly line of said Government Lot 9, a distance
of 175.0 feet; thence South 89°14'50” West and parallel with the North line
of said Government Lot 9, a distance of 122.68 feet to an intersection with
the Easterly right of way line of Fort Caroline Road (a 100 foot right of
way); thence along a curve in said right of way line, said curve being
concave to the West and having a radius of 2914.79 feet, a distance of
183.79 feet, as measured along a chord bearing North 17°02’21" East to an
intersection with the North line of said Government Lot 9; thence North
89°14'50” East, along said North line, 65.84 feet to the point of beginning.
