A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF RACE CAR DRIVER TERRY MOCK; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Terry Mock was born in North Carolina and moved to Jacksonville as a young boy; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Mock began a lifelong career in racing at the age of 21 at the old Jacksonville Speedway on Lenox Avenue, driving the first of many late model race cars he would build with his father; and


WHEREAS, Terry Mock was an outstanding racer, winning many NASCAR track championships, many independent track championships, 8 NASCAR Florida State championships and 3 Georgia State championships, and in the 1980s he finished twice in the Top 20 of the NASCAR late model points standings; and 

WHEREAS, Terry Mock started three nationally televised Permatex races at Daytona International Speedway, won track championships at numerous tracks across Florida and Georgia throughout the 1970s, 1980s and 1990s, won the John M. “Jack” Edell Memorial Race in 1986, won the Southern Winter Nationals High Point Championship twice and the Governor’s Cup late model sportsman feature race at Volusia County Speedway in 1986, and earned five Winston Racing Series Championship helmets from 1974 through 1994; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Mock was one of the best drivers of his era, winning more than 385 late model feature races during his career and being inducted into the Jacksonville Stock Car Racing Hall of Fame in 2001; and


WHEREAS, Terry Mock was also a successful businessman, operating Terry’s Welding and Fabrication for more than 40 years, building race cars for himself and others and performing a wide variety of metal work; and

WHEREAS, Terry Mock was a loving husband, a father of two and a grandfather of one, and his passing will be mourned by his large circle of family, friends and fellow racers; now therefore
