	PURPOSE/ SUMMARY:   Embraer Aircraft Holding, Inc. (Embraer) is a manufacturer of jet and turboprop aircraft for commercial aviation, executive aviation and defense business segments. Currently Embraer operates two business units in Florida employing up to 400 persons.  Their USA Headquarters is located in Ft. Lauderdale, employing 200 persons and they are opening up an assembly operation in Melbourne which when completed in 2nd Quarter of 2011 will employ another 200 persons.   Embraer proposes locate a final assembly plant in Hangar 5 at Jacksonville International Airport to assemble the Super Tucano, a single engine turboprop light attack aircraft for sale to the U. S. Department of Defense. Selection of Jacksonville, Florida is subject to the approval of the complete incentive package being offered by the Governor’s Office of Tourism Trade and Economic Development (OTTED) and the award of the contract by the U. S. Department of Defense.  If approved, the project will result in the creation on up to 50 new, full-time economic-base jobs to the local market at an average wage of $49,526 plus benefits, more than 115% of the state average wage.  Embraer proposes to invest $1.8 million machinery and equipment and the Jacksonville Aviation Authority proposes to invest another $2 million in improvements to Hangar 5 to accommodate the needs of the project.  Embraer proposes to lease Hangar 5 at the Jacksonville International Airport for the term of the project.  Request authority to apply to Enterprise Florida and Governor’s Office of Tourism Trade and Economic Development (OTTED) for a Florida Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund up to $3,000 per each new job up to 50 new jobs to be created totaling $150,000 and appropriate the City of Jacksonville portion of the QTI award of 20% up to $30,000.  The contribution by the State of Florida is 80% of the award up to $120,000.  Additionally OTTED has agreed to provide $400,000 from the Governor’s Closing Fund and $100,000 in Quick Response Training funds to provide training to the 50 new employees to be hired to complete this project.  No BT is required at this time as funding will be requested in the appropriate budget cycle.

The estimated annual payroll including benefits ($12,000 per job) is approximately $3.1 million.
