RESOLUTION 2011-22-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE TRINITY CHRISTIAN ACADEMY FOOTBALL TEAM FOR WINNING THE 2010 FLORIDA STATE CLASS 1A CHAMPIONSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Trinity Christian Conquerors football team finished the 2010 regular season with a record of 8-2 and won the District 3-1A title and the right to host a first round state playoff game; and


WHEREAS, a 42-20 victory over First Academy of Orlando in the regional semi-final brought about a rematch in the regional final between Trinity Christian and Providence, a game that proved to be an epic matchup of two highly ranked teams that ended with the Conquerors taking a 42-41 victory in triple overtime; and


WHEREAS, Trinity Christian then defeated Northview High School of Escambia County by a score of 49-14 in a tough state semi-final to reach the state title game and a rematch of last year’s title game between the Conquerors and the Stallions of American Heritage School of Boca/Delray (Delray Beach); and 


WHEREAS, in the championship game in the Citrus Bowl in Orlando the Conquerors bolted to a 13-0 lead and then fought off a determined comeback try by American Heritage on the strength of two second half touchdowns by running back Andrew Buie and a strong defensive effort, winning the state title by a score of 27-10 and ending the season with an 11-game winning streak; and


WHEREAS, with the win, Trinity Christian earned its third state championship since 2002 for legendary coach Verlon Dorminey and earned the only state title for a Jacksonville-area football team in 2010; and

WHEREAS, the Conquerors’ state championship run provided a great deal of excitement and pride for Trinity Christian’s students, faculty, staff and supporters, and for the Jacksonville community at large; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the Trinity Christian Conquerors of Head Coach Verlon Dorminey on their 2010 Class 1A state football championship, and extends it best wishes to the school and to the team for continued academic and athletic success in the future.
