ORDINANCE 2011-24
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTERS 155 (ADULT ARCADE AMUSEMENT CENTER) AND 156 (ELECTRONIC GAME PROMOTIONS), ORDINANCE CODE, AS ENACTED IN ORDINANCE 2010-326-E; AMENDING SECTIONS 155.102 (AREA OF ENFORCEMENT) AND 156.102 (AREA OF ENFORCEMENT) OF EACH CHAPTER SO AS TO IDENTIFY THE AREAS OF ENFORCEMENT AS THE GENERAL SERVICES DISTRICT, LESS URBAN SERVICES DISTRICTS 2, 3, AND 4, WHICH SAID AREA INCLUDES THE ENTIRE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, EXCEPT THE CITIES OF JACKSONVILLE BEACH, NEPTUNE BEACH, AND ATLANTIC BEACH; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Chapter 155 (Adult Arcade Amusement Center) as enacted in Ordinance 2010-326-E, amended to change area of enforcement to exclude the Beaches Cities. Chapter 155 (Adult Arcade Amusement Center), Section 155.102 (Area of Enforcement), Ordinance Code, as enacted in Section 2 of Ordinance 2010-326-E, is amended to read as follows:  
Sec. 155.102.  Area of Enforcement.

The Council is acting herein as the governing body for Duval County, Florida, and this Chapter shall be effective everywhere within the boundaries of Duval County, Florida in the General Services District, less Urban Services Districts 2, 3, and 4 which said area includes the entire City of Jacksonville, except the Cities of Jacksonville Beach, Neptune Beach, and Atlantic Beach.

Section 2.

Chapter 156 (Electronic Game Promotions) as enacted in Ordinance 2010-326-E, amended to change area of enforcement to exclude the Beaches Cities. Chapter 156 (Electronic Game Promotions), Section 156.102 (Area of Enforcement), Ordinance Code, as enacted in Section 3 of Ordinance 2010-326-E, is amended to read as follows:  
Sec. 156.102.  Area of Enforcement.

The Council is acting herein as the governing body for Duval County, Florida, and this Chapter shall be effective everywhere within the boundaries of Duval County, Florida in the General Services District, less Urban Services Districts 2, 3, and 4, which said area includes the entire City of Jacksonville, except the Cities of Jacksonville Beach, Neptune Beach, and Atlantic Beach.
Section 3.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901, Emergency. 
Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is to conform the Code provisions enacted in Ordinance 2010-326-E, regarding the scope of enforcement of the newly enacted chapters, to the intent of the Council, at the earliest practicable opportunity, so as to eliminate community and constituent confusion and uncertainty as to the areas of the county affected by the regulations.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
