Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $4,424,428 ($2,088,536 from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and $2,335,892 from the Beaches Renourishment fund) to provide funds for the participation of the City and the Florida Department of Environmental Protection with the U.S. Army Corps of engineers in the Duval County Shore Protection Project, as initiated by B.T. 11-035; authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, Amendment Number 6 to the Grant Agreement for Duval County Shore Protection Project; provides for a carryover of funds into Fiscal Year 2011-2012.
Background:  The Duval County Shore Protection Project entails beach nourishment of approximately 10.1 miles of Atlantic shoreline of Duval County from the St. Johns River entrance southward to the Duval/St. Johns County line.  It is a joint project with Duval County, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers sharing the costs.  Renourishment is an ongoing project that is done every five to seven years depending on what kind of hurricane seasons we have had and the degree of beach erosion.
