A RESOLUTION HONORING DR. WAYNE W. WOOD FOR HIS OUTSTANDING 40 YEAR CAREER IN OPTEMETRY AND FOR CHAMPIONING THE PRESERVATION OF JACKSONVILLE’S HISTORY AND THE PROMOTION OF THE RIVERSIDE AND AVONDALE COMMUNITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
after graduating from Emory University and the University of Houston, Dr. Wayne Wood began his professional optometry career in 1971 when he joined his uncle’s Jacksonville practice; and


WHEREAS, for 40 years Dr. Wood has developed an outstanding reputation in the optometric profession both for his innovations in optometric practice management and for his expertise in patient care, particularly his specialization in contact lens patients with hard-to-fit conditions including keratoconus and astigmatism; and


WHEREAS, Wayne Wood is widely recognized as a leader in the optometric field, including serving for 15 years as the Co-Chairman for Vision Expo, the nation’s largest conference for eyecare professionals, serving as a clinical investigator and consultant for numerous contact lens manufacturers, and serving on the editorial boards of six different professional journals; and 
WHEREAS,
in addition to his prestigious professional career, Dr. Wood has also been called the “undisputed godfather of preservation in Jacksonville”, and is perhaps best known for his classic, widely-praised book, Jacksonville’s Architectural Heritage: Landmarks for the Future published in 1989; and
WHEREAS,
in 1974 Dr. Wood founded Riverside Avondale Preservation, Inc.; a year later, he was appointed to the Jacksonville Historic Landmark Commission, serving consecutively longer than any other member, including three years as chairman, and from that perch was instrumental in saving such landmarks as the Union Terminal train station, Old St. Luke’s Hospital, the St. James Building, the Florida Life Building and many buildings in Riverside and Avondale; and

WHEREAS, most recently Dr. Wood originated the fabulously successful Riverside Arts Market which has attracted tens of thousands of patrons from across the city to its mix of arts and crafts, food, and entertainment; and
WHEREAS, Wayne Wood has recently announced his retirement from the practice of optometry to shift his energies to other pursuits, including the continued success of the Riverside Arts Market, working on five new books, and perhaps a painting career, and his patients, the City, and his many friends and admirers want to extend their best wishes for his past and future contributions; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
