The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2011-40:

On page 2, lines 3-6, strike Section 1 in its entirety and insert a new Section 1 to read as follows:

“Section 1.
Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings and the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department and held a public hearing concerning application for waiver of minimum road frontage WRF-10-16.  Based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby determines that the requested waiver of minimum road frontage, as conditioned, meets the criteria for granting a waiver contained in Chapter 656, Ordinance Code.  Therefore, Application WRF-10-16 is hereby approved, subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The access way to the Subject Property shall be 25 feet wide and maintained as a stabilized travel surface that does not alter the existing drainage patterns, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.  The access way shall be improved to meet this requirement within 12 months of the granting of a permit for the residence. 
(b)
The access way to the Subject Property shall be named and a street sign placed at the intersection with 103rd Street, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.
(c)
The address for the Subject Property shall be clearly identified on 103rd Street, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.
(d)
The Subject Property shall not be further subdivided.”; and
(2)
Amend the introduction to reflect this Amendment.
