ORDINANCE 2011-40-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING WAIVER OF MINIMUM ROAD FRONTAGE APPLICATION wrf-10-16 LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 AT 9193 103rd street, BETWEEN VIVIAN DRIVE and LAMBING ROAD (R.E. NO. 013060-0000) AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY bryan allen cribbs, requesting TO REDUCE THE MINIMUM ROAD FRONTAGE REQUIREMENTS FROM 80 FEET TO 0 FEET IN ZONING DISTRICT RR-ACRE (Residential rural-ACRE) and rld-60 (residential low density-60), AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, an application for a waiver of minimum road frontage, on file with the City Council Legislative Services Division was filed by Bryan Allen Cribbs, the owner(s) of property located in Council District 12 at 9193 103rd Street between Vivian Drive and Lambing Road (R. E. No. 013060-0000) (“Subject Property”), requesting to reduce the minimum road frontage from 80 feet to 0 feet in Zoning District RR (Residential Rural) and RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60); and 


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and all attachments thereto and has rendered an advisory recommendation; and 


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice held a public hearing and having duly considered both the testimonial and documentary evidence presented at the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings and the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department and held a public hearing concerning application for waiver of minimum road frontage WRF-10-16.  Based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby determines that the requested waiver of minimum road frontage, as conditioned, meets the criteria for granting a waiver contained in Chapter 656, Ordinance Code.  Therefore, Application WRF-10-16 is hereby approved, subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The access way to the Subject Property shall be maintained by the applicant in its current state. The applicant shall provide confirmation that the applicant has the legal right to improve or maintain the access way and use the same for vehicular and pedestrian access to the Subject Property, prior to the granting of a permit for the residence.  To the extent that any portion of the access way is owned by the City of Jacksonville, prior to any work, the applicant shall have executed and delivered to the City of Jacksonville an agreement as approved by the City of Jacksonville Office of General Counsel and Risk Management. 

(b)
The access way to the Subject Property shall be named and a street sign placed at the intersection with 103rd Street, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

(c)
The address for the Subject Property shall be clearly identified on 103rd Street, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

(d)
The Subject Property shall not be further subdivided unless the access way is dedicated to the City as a public right of way meeting all City standards or is maintained as an approved private street meeting all City standards.  The applicant shall execute and record in the public records a declaration of restrictive covenants, in the form approved by the City of Jacksonville Office of General Counsel, prior to the granting of a permit for the residence on the Subject Property.

(e)
The private driveway from the access way, which is located on the Subject Property, shall be 15 feet wide and maintained by the applicant as a stabilized travel surface that does not alter the existing drainage patterns subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.  The private driveway shall be improved to meet this requirement within 12 months of the granting of a permit for the residence.

Section 2.

The Subject Property is owned by Bryan Allen Cribbs and the legal description for the Subject Property is on file.  

Section 3.

Legislative Services is hereby directed to mail a copy of this legislation, as enacted, to the applicant and any other parties to this matter who testified before the Land Use and Zoning Committee or otherwise filed a qualifying written statement as defined in Section 656.140(c), Ordinance Code.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.  Failure to exercise the waiver, if herein granted, by the commencement of the use or action herein approved within one year of the effective date of this legislation shall render this waiver invalid and all rights arising therefrom shall terminate.
