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ORDINANCE 2011-45
An ordinance APPROVING, AND authorizing the mayor, or his designee, to execute and deliver, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A PERMISSIVE USE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE ST. JOHNS RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT (THE “DISTRICT”) ALLOWING THE DISTRICT TO INSTALL A RAIN GAUGE IN LOSCO REGIONAL PARK FOR RESEARCH AND SCIENTIFIC TESTING; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, is hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, a Permissive Use Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District (the “Agreement”), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, allowing the St. Johns River Water Management District to install a rain gauge in Losco Regional Park for research and scientific testing.
Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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PERMISSIVE USE AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (the “City”) has acquired and now owns Losco Regional Park, located
in Duval County in Section 11, Township 4S, Range 27E, (the “Property”) with partial funding from the Florida
Communities Trust (FCT), and the Property is subject to certain limitations provided in the FCT Grant Award Agree-
ment a/k/a the Declaration of Restrictive Covenants (as recorded in OR Book ] 3 75, Page 7L in Duv CL./
County)(the “Agreement,”) and

WHEREAS, as part and condition of the FCT funding, the City provided and FCT approved a Management
Plan for the Property site, and together with the Agreement, the terms of which are hereby incorporated herein by ref-
erence; and

WHEREAS, the City intends that the conservation and recreation values of the Property be preserved and en-
hanced in accordance with the Management Plan, as it may be amended from time to time only after review and ap-
proval by FCT; and

WHEREAS, all activities by the City and for the St. Johns River Water Management District (the “District”)
shall be consistent with the Agreement and Management Plan.

The City hereby gives permission for the District, its agents and contractors to locate, construct, install, op-
erate, inspect, alter, improve, maintain, repair, remove, and rebuild scientific equipment for research and scientific
purposes: namely, install a rain gauge on the Property, for the specific purpose of collecting data to assist the Dis-
trict, commencing October 15, 2010, and to end upon 30 days written notice from the City. Prior to any work, the
City will be given 48 hours notification. The District shall maintain a program of insurance covering its liabilities as
prescribed by Section 768.28, F.S., and shall be responsible for the negligent acts or omissions of its officers, em-
ployees, servants, agents, and contractors in the event that such acts or omissions result in injury to persons or
damage to property.
