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ORDINANCE 2011-51-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AN AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT WITH GREENSCAPE JACKSONVILLE, INC.; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2009-468-E TO CAPTURE COST SAVINGS AND TO EXPAND THE SCOPE OF TREE PLANTING FROM MCDUFF AVENUE TO PARK STREET TO MCDUFF AVENUE TO TIMUQUANA ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14; AMENDING THE 2010-2015 FIVE YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2010-558-E, TO AUTHORIZE THE PROJECT ENTITLED “ROOSEVELT BOULEVARD LANDSCAPE IMPROVEMENT - MCDUFF TO TIMUQUANA ROAD”; PROCUREMENT DIRECTIVE TO AUTHORIZE THE USE OF DAVEY TREE EXPERT COMPANY UNDER CONTINUING CONTRACT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. Authorizing Execution.  The Mayor and Corporate Secretary are authorized to execute a First Amendment to the Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Greenscape of Jacksonville, Inc. for funding to manage and oversee the Roosevelt tree planting project in substantially the form as contained in Exhibit 4, attached hereto, which reflects the cost savings and establishes the completion date of September, 2014.


Section 2.

Amending 2009-468-E to capture cost savings and to expand the scope of services and project limits.  The Council hereby amends 2009-468-E tree planting on Roosevelt Boulevard to capture cost savings, expand the project limits and the scope of work described in 2009-468-E.  The scope of work for tree planting on Roosevelt  Boulevard from McDuff Avenue to Park Street (Phase 1) is attached  hereto as Exhibit 3. The scope of work for tree planting on Roosevelt Boulevard from Park Street to Timuquana Road (Phase 2) which replaces 245 dead, dying and diseased trees is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Amd Scope of Work, March 14, 2011 – TEU”.  The project drawings are on file with Legislative Services.

Section 3.

Purpose. 
The purpose of this legislation is to expand the project described in Ordinance 2009-468-E from landscape improvements on the Roosevelt Boulevard right-of-way between McDuff Avenue and Park Street (Phase 1), and tree replacement on Roosevelt Boulevard from Park Street to Timuquana Road (Phase 2).  All landscape improvements and tree replacements can be accomplished within the initial appropriation without additional funding.

Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2010-558-E, being the 2010-2015 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to authorize the project entitled “Roosevelt Boulevard Landscape Improvement – McDuff Avenue to Timuquana Road”.  This project is described on the page in Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Amd CIP, March 14, 2011 – TEU”, attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof, and shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2010-558-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2010-558-E is continued in full force and effect for the 2010-2011 fiscal year.

Section 5.

Procurement Directive.  The Council recognizes that Davey Tree expert Company Inc., an approved contractor for citywide landscaping, with a contract number of Contract SC 0300-07, is authorized to perform the design services and other obligations set forth in Revised Exhibit 1.  The Procurement Division shall effectuate the contract through the Administrative Award Procedure.

Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT
(Roosevelt Boulevard Project)

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT (“dmendment”) is effective the .

day of , 2011, by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a
municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Florida (“City”), whose address is
c/o Office of General Counsel, 117 W. Duval Street, Suite 480, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, and
GREENSCAPE OF JACKSONVILLE, INC., a Florida non-profit  corporation
(“Consultant”), whose address is 1468 Hendricks Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32207.

BACKGROUND FACTS

A. City and Consultant entered into that certain Agreement between the City of
Jacksonville and Greenscape of Jacksonville, Inc. for Funding to Manage and Oversee the
Installation of Trees on Roosevelt Boulevard Between McDuff Avenue and Park Street dated
February 5, 2010 (the “Agreement”); and

B. City and Consultant desire to amend the Agreement as set forth herein.
NOW, THEREFORE, in mutual consideration of the provisions contained herein, the
receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree to amend the

Agreement as follows:

1. Background Facts. The Background Facts as set forth above are agreed to be
true and correct and incorporated herein by this reference.

2. Capitalized Terms. Unless otherwise defined herein, all capitalized terms shall
have the meanings given to them in the Agreement.

3. Amendment to Project Completion Date. Section 2 of the Agreement is
amended by extending the completion date from April 30, 2011 to September 30, 2014 and as
amended shall read as follows:

2. TERM. This Agreement shall become effective on the
Effective Date and shall continue in full force until the effective
life of the Project has expired, or the Project has been replaced,
whether or not such replacement is funded by the City, unless
terminated earlier as provided in this Agreement; provided
however, the Project shall be completed by Consultant no later
than September 30, 2014.

4. Amendment to ‘Exhibit B’ (Approved Budget). The Exhibit “B” (“Approved
Budget”) attached to the Agreement is amended and restated to be the Exhibit “B” (“Approved
Budget”) attached hereto.

S. Authority. Consultant represents and warrants to City that Consultant has full right
and authority to execute and perform its obligations under the Agreement as amended by this
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Amendment, and Consultant and the person(s) signing this Amendment on Consultant's behalf
represent and warrant to City that such person(s) are duly authorized to execute this Amendment on
Consultant's behalf without further consent or approval by anyone. Consultant shall deliver to City
promptly upon request all documents reasonably requested by City to evidence such authority.

6. Effectiveness: Ratification of the Agreement. The Effective Date shall be the
date that City executes this Amendment. The provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full
force and effect except as expressly provided in this Amendment.

7. Entire Agreement. This Amendment is the entire agreement of the parties
regarding the modifications to the Agreement provided herein, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings regarding such subject matter, and may be modified only by a
writing executed by the party against whom the modification is sought to be enforced, and shall
bind and benefit the parties and their respective successor, legal representatives and assigns.

8. Counterpart Execution. This Amendment may be executed in a number of
identical counterparts, each of which for all purposes is deemed an original, and all of which
constitute collectively one (1) agreement, but in making proof of this Amendment, it shall not be
necessary to produce or account for more than one such counterpart.

9. City Council Approval. This Amendment is expressly conditioned upon the
approval of the City Council of Jacksonville, Florida.
