ORDINANCE 2011-53-E
AN ORDINANCE NAMING THE PICKWICK PARK FOR ELIZABETH ‘BETTY’ WOLFE TO BE KNOWN AS “ELIZABETH ‘BETTY’ WOLFE PARK”; WAIVING 122.102 OF THE ORDINANCE CODE, CONCERNING NAMING PUBLIC FACILITIES AFTER LIVING INDIVIDUALS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Jacksonville is genuinely fortunate in having citizens in our neighborhoods who give of their time and energies in undertakings to improve the quality of life for the community; throughout her years in Jacksonville, Elizabeth “Betty” Wolfe  has exemplified that generous, giving, thoughtful citizen; and

WHEREAS, Elizabeth “Betty” Wolfe moved to Jacksonville in 1986 with her employment with CSX Transportation, retiring after 35 years; and  

WHEREAS, Betty Wolfe is a model citizen and active participant in numerous citizen and community organizations including Citizens Planning Advisory Committee (CPAC),  the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Advisory Council (ShAdCo), the Mandarin Community Club, the Riverside Garden Club, St. Joseph’s Catholic Church, and  the La Di Da Red Hat Ladies; and  

WHEREAS, for the last 25 years, Ms. Wolfe’s passion has been in the preservation, enhancement and community pride in the Pickwick Park Civic Association, tirelessly advancing Pickwick Park’s use among the neighbors of Mandarin and for all to use in the City of Jacksonville; and 

WHEREAS, Elizabeth “Betty” Wolfe is worthy of emulation and honor for her unfailing dedication to the people of Jacksonville, especially her tireless efforts to benefit the Mandarin Community, and specifically Pickwick Park, and the Council is desirous of recognizing her by the most fitting and proper renaming of Pickwick Park in her honor; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Pickwick Park located at 3320 Chrysler Drive

Jacksonville, FL 32257 is hereby named Elizabeth ‘Betty’ Wolfe Park in recognition of Mrs. Wolfe’s long civic dedication to the neighborhood, community and specifically the park.


Section 2.

The provisions of Section 122.102(a), Ordinance Code, concerning the prohibition against naming public facilities after a living person are hereby waived.


Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
