A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SUPPORT FOR THE APPLICATION BY THE EDWARD WATERS COLLEGE,  TO PARTICIPATE IN THE FLORIDA COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTION TAX CREDIT PROGRAM FOR THE PRESERVATION AND REHABILITATION OF HISTORICALLY SIGNIFICANT PROPERTIES PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Edward Waters College, (“EWC”) is a Florida not-for-profit 501(c)(3) corporation, whose principal place of business and mailing address is 1658 Kings Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32209

within the boundary of the City’s Enterprise Zone; and


WHEREAS, Edwards Waters College is planning rehabilitation to three (3) historically significant properties on the campus.  The Centennial Building is the oldest facility on the campus.  Built in 1916, it was added to the National Register of Historic Places in May of 1976.  The structure houses the College Library.  The B. F. Lee Theological Building was constructed in 1925 and houses the Milne Chapel and administrative offices.  Salter Hall, a two (2) story brick dormitory for women was completed in 1950 and renovated in 1998.  Both the Centennial Building and the B. F. Lee Theological Building have been approved by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission and the Jacksonville City Council as landmarks for the City; and

WHEREAS, EWC would like to further its program’s resources by obtaining an incentive for private business contributions to the project’s rehabilitation in the form of cash donations and construction materials through Florida’s Community Contribution Tax Credit Program; and 


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has reviewed the EWC’s plans and finds that the preservation program is in compliance with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is fully supportive of the EWC’s plans and use of the Community Contribution Tax Credit; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Application by Edward Waters College supported. The City of Jacksonville hereby endorses and supports the application by Edward Waters College, for participation in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program, to preserve and rehabilitate three historically significant properties on the EWC Campus in Jacksonville.

Compliance with the Comprehensive Plan.  The City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department certifies that the Edward Waters College, rehabilitation project is consistent with local plans and regulations, including the City of Jacksonville’s Comprehensive Plan.
