WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is fully supportive of the EWC’s plans and use of the Community Contribution Tax Credit; now therefore

Application by Edward Waters College supported. The City of Jacksonville hereby endorses and supports the application by Edward Waters College, for participation in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program, to construct a Criminal Justice Education Facility / Police Substation on the EWC Campus in Jacksonville.
