WHEREAS, Lions Club International is the world’s largest service club organization, with 1.35 million members in more then 45,000 clubs worldwide in more than 206 countries and geographic regions; and


WHEREAS, the Lions exist to serve the community and, while perhaps best known for fighting blindness and visual impairment by means of promoting vision screening, equipping hospitals and clinics with vision-related equipment and supplies, distributing medicine, and raising awareness of eye diseases, Lions Clubs also participate in community projects aimed at supporting schools and providing mentors for youth, caring for the environment, feeding the hungry and aiding senior citizens and the disabled; and


WHEREAS, Jacksonville’s Hispanic Lions Club, the only Hispanic Lion’s Club in North Florida, is made up of committed individuals representing a variety of backgrounds and cultures who strive to connect the Lion’s mission of service to the interests and needs of Jacksonville’s very diverse community through such activities as sponsoring an annual Easter egg hunt for more than 350 children and providing food assistance to needy families during the Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays; and 


WHEREAS, the local chapter is a small but rapidly growing group, and anticipates continued growth and expansion of both membership and mission in response to the continued growth of the Hispanic community in the Jacksonville area; and


WHEREAS, the City wishes to commend and thank the Hispanic Lions Club for their efforts and contributions to the community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
