RESOLUTION 2011-68-A
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE WEEK OF APRIL 4-10, 2011 AS CHILDREN’S WEEK IN JACKSONVILLE AND APRIL 5TH AS PARENTS’ AND CHILDREN’S DAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
the 16th annual Children’s Week will take place in Tallahassee from April 4-10, 2011, bringing thousands of parents, children, professionals, community leaders and concerned citizens together to share valuable knowledge and information about children’s issues across the state and in our state capitol; and

WHEREAS,
the purpose of Children’s Week is to create a shared vision of the State of Florida’s commitment to its children and families and to engage in a long-term process to develop and implement strategies for moving the shared vision forward, which it does by encouraging Children’s Week activities to occur locally in all of Florida’s counties to strengthen and enrich our families and our communities; and

WHEREAS,
the Jacksonville Kids Coalition educates decision makers about services for children and youth and represents over 75 member organizations with 964 volunteer board members and serving over 181,000 children in Duval County; and
WHEREAS,
the local Children’s Week Celebration in Jacksonville will be the week of April 4-10, 2011 in partnership with the Jacksonville Kids Coalition and all its member and partner organizations and the Jacksonville Children’s Commission, along with the Mayor’s Office and RALLYJacksonville!; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby declares the week of April 4-10, 2011 as Children’s Week in Jacksonville and April 5th as Parents’ and Children’s Day, and urges all citizens to partake in the many activities and informational opportunities that will be offered.
