Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide federal funds from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, with no local match, for the purchase of identified equipment in gaps relevant to chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear and high-yield explosive (CBRNE) response capabilities for JSO Specialty Response Teams in anti-terrorism operations. The grant period runs from October 1, 2009, through April 30, 2012.
