An ordinance appropriating $266,107.80 (a $199,580.85 grant from the u. s. department of homeland security, federal emergency management agency (FEMA) FLOOD MITIGATION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM, through the STATE OF florida dEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS, and $66,526.95 in matching funds from THE property owner) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE ACQUISITION AND DEMOLITION OF A REPEATEDLY FLOODED AND DAMAGED PROPERTY AT 6906 BAKERSFIELD DRIVE AS PART OF THE FLOOD MITIGATION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM, as initiated by B.T. 11-050; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, A FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBGRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND the STATE OF florida division of emergency management; providing an effective date.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the acquisition and demolition of structures at 6906 Bakersfield Drive (the “Project”) as part of the Flood Mitigation Assistance Program (the “Program”). The Program provides funding to reduce and/or eliminate the long-term risk of flood damage in the City’s floodplain along Wills Branch Creek.  The Program will further reduce claims under the National Flood Insurance Program and support the City’s rating through the Community Rating System, which was recently upgraded to a standing of 6. The Project is contained within the Duval County Local Mitigation Strategy to address the hazard of impacts from flooding associated with tropical storms and hurricanes.  
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Federally-Funded Subgrant Agreement, placed on file with the Legislative Services Division.
