ORDINANCE 2011-89-W
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $30,000 FROM THE SPECIAL COUNCIL OPERATING CONTINGENCY FUND TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE’S 2012 MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. PARADE; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER; PROVIDING FOR RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT OVERSIGHT; PROVIDING FOR SPENDING LIMITATIONS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Martin Luther King, Jr. Day is a United States federal holiday marking the birthday of Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. It is observed on the third Monday of January each year, which is around the time of King's January 15TH birthday. The floating holiday is similar to holidays set under the Uniform Monday Holiday Act, though the act predated the establishment of Martin Luther King, Jr. Day by fifteen years; and

WHEREAS, Martin Luther King, Jr. was the chief spokesman for nonviolent activism in the civil rights movement, which successfully protested racial discrimination in federal and state law. The campaign for a federal holiday in King's honor began soon after his assassination in 1968. Ronald Reagan signed the holiday into law in 1983, and it was first observed on January 20, 1986;
and

WHEREAS, in the City of Jacksonville, Martin Luther King, Jr. was first recognized by the Council in Resolution 79-32-4, recognizing January 15th of each year as Martin Luther King, Jr.’s birthday; followed by Ordinance 85-839-694 creating the third Monday in January as an official city holiday; followed by Resolution 93-124-2 which recognized a day for the Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Foundation, Inc. Celebration; and

WHEREAS, the Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Foundation, Inc. has continued to sponsor annual Martin Luther King, Jr. Day parades honoring Martin Luther King, Jr.; and


WHEREAS, the current economic downturn has diminished the available funding for the annual Martin Luther King, Jr. Day parades, and the Council finds a worthwhile and extraordinary public purpose in contributing toward the costs of the annual Martin Luther King, Jr. Day Parade; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2010-2011 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to provide essential funding required to make the annual Martin Luther King, Jr. Day Parade a successful community endeavor.  

Section 3.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year, but shall carry over into Fiscal Year 2011-2012.

Section 4.

Oversight Department by the Recreation and Community Services Department; limitations.   The Recreation and Community Services Department is appointed to oversee the expenditure of the funds appropriated in this ordinance.  The sum appropriated shall be on a not-to-exceed basis.  Funds shall not be expended without the presentation of a budget, a disclosure of all other private and public funds raised, and the presentation of verifiable receipts for necessary expenditures.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
