ORDINANCE 2011-90-E
AN ORDINANCE REAPPOINTING PHILIP E. ELSON AS A MEMBER OF THE ENTERPRISE ZONE DEVELOPMENT AGENCY BOARD, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 501, ORDINANCE CODE, AND SECTION 290.0056, FLORIDA STATUTES, FOR A THIRD TERM EXPIRING DECEMBER 31, 2014; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 50.104, ORDINANCE CODE, RELATING TO THE LIMITATION OF CONSECUTIVE TERMS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Reappointment.
The Council hereby reappoints Philip E. Elson, a Duval County resident, to the Enterprise Zone Development Agency Board, in accordance with Chapter 501, Ordinance Code, and Section 290.0056, Florida Statutes, for a third four-year term ending December 31, 2014.

Section 2.

Waiving Term Limits.
Section 50.104, Ordinance Code, regarding the limitation of serving for more than two consecutive full terms on a board or commission, is hereby waived to allow Philip E. Elson to serve for the term defined herein.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature of the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Mr. Elson has over 21 years experience providing environmental risk management,
contamination assessment/remediation, and environmental training services. Mr. Elson
specializes in developing and implementing environmental management programs
associated with large-scale land acquisition and Brownfields redevelopment projects.

Brownfields Geographical Information System City of Jacksonville, Florida - served as
program director for the development of a Brownfields Geographical Information
System (GIS) program for Jacksonville’s EPA Brownfield pilot assessment project.
The GIS project addresses an area of downtown Jacksonville 22 square miles in area
and contained over fifty layers of data. The GIS project included a wizard to screen
and prioritize potential Brownfield sites based on a site selection criteria which
considered environmental status, economic, and demographic factors. Phase II of the
project included a web based version of the program.

Beaver Street Myrtle Avenue Area-Wide Environmental Site Assessment, Jacksonville,
Flonda - performed an area-wide environmental site assessment for over 350 parcels
located in Jacksonville’s urban core. The project was performed to support the
development of a Community Redevelopment Area designation as part of the City of
Jacksonville’s Brownfields redevelopment program. A Microsoft Access database
application was developed to collect and report all data collected, and rank and
prioritize sites for further assessment. The area-wide environmental site assessment
database was than linked to the City’s Brownfields GIS program.

LaVilla Downtown Redevelopment Project, Jacksonville, Florida - development and
management of a contamination assessment and cleanup program for the City of
Jacksonville’s LaVilla Downtown Redevelopment land acquisition program. This
program included performing a contamination screening evaluation for 111 blocks of
commercial and residential properties; implementing a Phase I environmental
assessment program addressing 42 blocks and containing 334 parcels; and managing
Phase I site investigation program for 27 of the 42 blocks assessed. The final phase
of the project included performing contamination assessment and cleanup operations
at six sites in order to facilitate the project’s redevelopment construction schedule.

Mr. Elson was responsible for
the development of instructor’s and student manuals, visual aides, case studies, and a
final examination for three environmental training courses: Understanding
Environmental Contamination in Real Estate (one day); Project Development and the
Environment (two days); and Environmental Awareness (one day). Mr. Elson is an
accredited instructor with the IRWA and has instructed over thirty courses
nationwide.

Various FDEP Projects, Southeast Florida - coordinated and administered compliance
and enforcement activities involving hazardous, industrial and solid waste regulations.
Activities included assessing RCRA penalties, preparing Notices of Violation,
administrative orders, case reports, and negotiating Consent Orders/Agreements.
Facilities inspected ranged from Federal Air Force and Coast Guard installations,
RCRA  permitted defense contractors, nuclear power plants, and state
transportation/maintenance yards to small family owned businesses such as service
stations and dry cleaners. As a member of the FDEP’s Southeast Florida District’s
Emergency Response Team, provided technical assistance to fire department Haz-Mat
personnel regarding environmental concerns resulting from hazardous material fires,
spill and releases.
