RESOLUTION 2011-105-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF FORMER CITY COUNCIL PRESIDENT ARTHUR “BRAD” TREDINNICK; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Arthur “Brad” Tredinnick was born and raised in Jacksonville, graduated from Andrew Jackson High School where he was a celebrated multi-sport athlete, and enlisted for four years in the U.S. Navy before earning a bachelor’s degree in business administration from the University of Florida, where he earned the starting shortstop job as a walk-on to the Gators baseball team; and


WHEREAS, after graduation Brad Tredinnick returned to Jacksonville to begin a lifelong career in the insurance industry, first with Traveler’s Insurance and then as the owner of his own insurance agency which he eventually sold to another firm that eventually became Aon Risk Services, where he held executive positions until his retirement in 1995; and


WHEREAS, in 1959 Mr. Tredinnick ran for and won a seat on the pre-consolidation Jacksonville City Council and, three years later, was elected by his colleagues as the youngest-ever Council President; and 


WHEREAS, during his term on the Council, Brad Tredinnick was instrumental in persuading the Council to approve an impressive range of public improvement projects, including construction of the Haydon Burns downtown library, the Civic Auditorium, the Southbank’s St. Johns River Park (now Friendship Fountain Park) and the Joseph Lee Community Center at 42nd and Perry Streets which formerly bore his name; and


WHEREAS, after leaving the City Council to run unsuccessfully for the position of City Finance Commissioner in 1963, Mr. Tredinnick was appointed to the Local Government Study Commission that developed the plan for the successful city/county consolidation effort, and later served as a member of the consolidated city’s Sports and Entertainment Commission under Mayor Godbold; and

WHEREAS, with the passing of Brad Tredinnick the city has lost a pillar of the community and a pioneering public servant; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and civic contributions of Arthur “Brad” Tredinnick and extends to his family and his many friends and admirers the City’s most sincere condolences.  Brad Tredinnick’s record of selfless public service will be long remembered and greatly appreciated.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
