ORDINANCE 2011-114-E
AN ORDINANCE NAMING FIELD #2 AT ALBERTS FIELD LOCATED AT 12073 BRADY ROAD, JACKSONVILLE, FL 32223 IN DISTRICT #6 FOR RON BRIESE, TO BE KNOWN AS “RON BRIESE FIELD”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, countless people of Mandarin, the young in particular, were deeply saddened when on January 3, 2011 Coach Ron Briese passed away after a heroic battle with cancer; and

WHEREAS,
a native of Las Vegas, Ron and his wife of 24 years, Ann Graham, relocated to Jacksonville in 1998 after their careers in the Army; and

WHEREAS,
shortly after permanently settling in Jacksonville, Ron embarked on a baseball coaching program in Mandarin that inspired and challenged countless teenagers; and

WHEREAS,
as baseball coach and a five-year Board President of the Mandarin Athletic Association Board of Directors, Coach Briese worked with teenage boys in building the Junior and Senior baseball program at the Mandarin Athletic Association; and

WHEREAS,
an avid golfer and successful realtor, Coach Briese’s heart and focus was clearly with the countless kids that he coached; he served as Assistant State Commissioner of the Babe Ruth League; and

WHEREAS,
a devoted family man, Coach Briese organized annual Thanksgiving reunions with his mom, brothers and sisters, their families and friends; and

WHEREAS,
in recognition of Coach Briese’s positive, enduring influence on so many teenagers in the Mandarin Sports Association’s baseball program, it is fitting that one of the baseball fields at Alberts Field, where the Mandarin Sports Association will now continue to play baseball, be named in memory/honor of Coach Ron Briese; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Field #2 at Alberts Field, located at 12073 Brady Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32223 in District #6, is hereby named “Ron Briese Field” in recognition of Ron Briese’s long history of coaching baseball and service to Jacksonville’s youth.

Section 2.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
