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Widely regarded as one of the foremost chroniclers of northeast Florida’s history and
architecture, Wayne has been called “the undisputed godfather of preservation in
Jacksonville.” After getting a degree in English from Emory University and a Doctorate of
Optometry from the University of Houston, he came to Jacksonville in 1971. Three. years
later he founded Riverside Avondale Preservation, Inc., which has grown to be one of the
largest neighborhood preservation groups in the South. In 1975 he was appointed to the

‘Jacksonville Historic Landmarks Commission. He served consecutively on this Commission
longer than any other member, including three years as chairman.

Wayne has played a key role in saving many of the city's endangered landmarks, including
‘  Old St. Lukes Hospital, the Union Terminal, the St. James Building, the Florida Life
Building and many buildings in Riverside & Avondale.

Through his efforts the Riverside Avondale neighborhood is now listed in the National
Register of Historic Places and is the largest Historic District in the State of Florida. In 2010
Riverside Avondale was named as one of the “Ten Great Neighborhoods in America” by the
American Planning Association.

Wayne is also the founder and chief instigator of the Riverside Arts Market (RAM), which in
just one year has become Florida’s largest weekly arts and entertainment venue. It drew over
a half million people in its first year of operation. He worked over 15 years in the planning
and development of this project.

Wayne has published seven books about Jacksonville’s history. His best-known work is the
classic Jacksonville's Architectural Heritage: Landmarks for the Future. This 424-page
volume has won numerous awards and is in its fourth printing. It is Jacksonville’s all-time
local best-selling book and is believed to be on more coffee tables than any other book in
Florida.

Another of his best-known books is The Great Fire of 1901, the most comprehensive history
ever written about Jacksonville’s disastrous conflagration. Some of the other works he has
published include, The Architecture of Henry John Klutho — The Prairie School in
Jacksonville with architect Robert Broward, and The Jacksonville Family Album: 150 Years
of the Art of Photagraphy, which been called “the most beautiful book about Jacksonville
ever published.”

Wayne is an optometrist in private practice, with offices in Riverside and Ponte Vedra. He
recently was selected as one of the “Top Twenty Change Agents” in Northeast Florida by the
Florida Times-Union, and he received the Leader of the Year award from the JaxPride
organization. Jacksonville Magazine recently named him one of the “50 Most Influential
People in Northeast Florida.”
