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ORDINANCE 2011-131-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SEGMENT OF CHAFFEE ROAD NORTH BETWEEN CISCO DRIVE WEST AND PRITCHARD ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 TO “CISCO DRIVE WEST”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department that a segment of Chaffee Road North between Cisco Drive West and the western terminus of Pritchard Road should be changed to a new street name because Chaffee Road North currently extends into Cisco Drive West at an arbitrary point, and this roadway configuration causes confusion, and constitutes a duplicate street name; and

WHEREAS, there are no intersections or street markers before, at, about, or along the described segment of Chaffee Road North to indicate that it becomes or turns into Cisco Drive West; and

WHEREAS, the existing road configuration and name for that segment of Chaffee Road North is confusing and inconsistent; and

WHEREAS, in addition, there is no connection between this segment of Chaffee Road North and the remainder of Chaffee Road North which extends south from Old Plank Road; and
WHEREAS, two unrelated and separate roadways which share duplicate street names may potentially create confusion, and elimination of one of the two duplicate streets names is essential; and

WHEREAS, on November 3, 2010, the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee determined, and made a recommendation that the public street name “Chaffee Road North” between the western terminus of Pritchard Road and Cisco Drive West should be changed to Cisco Drive West in order to eliminate the duplicate street names and potential confusion.  The Recommendation and a copy of the minutes of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, on January 26, 2011, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of the minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Exhibit 2; and 
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of the segment of “Chaffee Road North” is attached hereto as Exhibit 3; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Chaffee Road North” to “Cisco Drive West”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Chaffee Road North” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Chaffee Road North” between the southern end of Cisco Drive West and the western terminus of Pritchard Road, in Council District 11 is hereby renamed “Cisco Drive West”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Chaffee Road North” is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

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811 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee Report

Present Street Name:  Chaffee Road North

Proposed Street Name: Cisco Drive West

Initiated by: 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee
Reason for Change: This road name is being changed to eliminate the
potential for confusion to occur as a resuit of having two noncontiguous
roadways that share the same road name.

Background: The Addressing Section of Planning and Development
Department received a request to change the name of a section of roadway that
is currently named Chaffee Road North and is located between Cisco Drive West
and Pritchard Road. This request was received from a property owner whose
property fronts on Cisco Drive West.

The property owner identified that the existing road names in this area are
confusing because Chaffee Road North turns into Cisco Drive West at what
appears to be an arbitrary point along this single stretch of roadway. There are
no intersections at the location where the name change occurs and there are no
street markers along the roadway to signify where the names change.

In addition, it was identified that the name of Chaffee Road North for this road
segment is confusing because there is no connection between this roadway and
the remainder of Chaffee Road North that extends south from Old Plank Road.
Proposed plans for the extension of Pritchard Road show that the subject
roadway will end at a “T” intersection with Pritchard Road and that extension of
Pritchard Road will ultimately tie into Chaffee Road North at Old Plank Road. The
proposed Pritchard Road extension eliminates any possible connection between
the subject roadway and the remainder of Chaffee Road North. Map 1 on the
following page identifies the location of both roads named Chaffee Road North
and also shows the proposed extension of Pritchard Road.

When two are more streets that share the same street name (including the same
root street name, street type, and street direction) the names are identified as
“Duplicate Street Names” under Section 745.211 Ordinance Code. Under
Section 745.213 it is identified that the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory
Committee (Committee) shall select which duplicate street name will change.
Therefore the Addressing Section staff brought the issue before the Committee
to determine the best solution for resolving the duplication of this street name.

Determination by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee

The Committee determined that having two unrelated and separate rights-of-way
that share the same road name has the potential to create confusion in an
emergency and that the elimination of one of the two street names is necessary.
In addition, they also agreed that the having two road names along a single
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roadway is not a logical street naming pattern and that a single road name
should be identified along the entire length of this roadway. The Committee
therefore determined that the most logical and least impactful solution would be
to rename the portion of Chaffee Road North, between Pritchard Road and Cisco
Drive West, to Cisco Drive West. Please see map 2 on the following page for
identification of the road segment that is included in this proposed street name
change. This road segment is being proposed to change from Chaffee Road
North to Cisco Drive West.

911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee

The 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“the Committee”) is
comprised of representatives from the Planning and Development Department,
the Jacksonwville Sheriff's Office, the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department,
JEA, Building Inspection Division Office, Municipal Code and Compliance, ,
Property Appraiser's Office, Information Technologies Division and United States
Postal Service. The focus of the Committee is to remedy existing addressing
deficiencies in an effort to promote better emergency response, to coordinate

with one another to promote consistency between all entities that utilize
addresses and to maximize the resources available to promote these goals.
