$5000 Printing & Binding: These funds will be used to support brochures for Disability &
Community awareness for example: Do’s & Don’ts of Disabled Parking, Beach Access Flyers,
Services Animals, ADA Flyers & Etiquette pamphlets, Emergency Preparedness Flyers, Fun
with the Sun Flyers, Directories with businesses information for person with disability, etc.

$13,000 Food: Funds will be used to purchase food vouchers for the 8™ Annual Fun with

the Suns event for up to 1550 individuals and volunteers (1550 full meal vouchers @ $7.00
each to include drinks, snacks, hamburgers or hotdogs) The remainder of funds to be used for
Volunteer Recognition, Parking Posse Quarterly Training, Community Empowerment Expo and
other disability related events.

$10,500 Fun with the Suns: Funds are necessary to provide admission to the 8" Annual Fun
with the Suns event for up to 1500 individuals @ $7.00 per person.

$3500 Community Empowerment: These funds will be utilized to support & sponsor this
event which provides community resources to persons with disabilities and low-income
individuals.

$20,000 Other Miscellaneous Services & Items: These funds will be used to support and
sponsor community activities, promotional items, supplies for special events as they arise,
assisted devices for person (s) with disabilities (City Employees, Departments & Citizens in
need). For example: Sorenson Video Relay, Caption Mic, Management of a List Service to
distribute information electronically to the disability community, and other adaptive equipment
for person with disabilities, etc. In addition these funds will provide ongoing improvements with
regard to accessibility of city buildings, recreational facilities, parks or other venues that would
improve the quality of life for persons with disabilities.

$2500 Emergency Assistance: These funds will be used to assist clients with disabilities who
are qualified low or no-income and who have reached out to other resources first; in emergency
situations such as electrical assistance, rent assistance, transportation, etc.

$10,000 Wheelchair Ramps and Minor Home Modification/Repairs: These funds will be
utilized to provide wheelchair ramps and home modifications for qualified low-income or
no income persons with disabilities.

$2500 Durable Medical Equipment and Purchase/Repair Wheelchairs:
These funds will be used to continue purchasing durable medical equipment and purchase/
repair wheelchairs for qualified low-income or no income persons with disabilities.

$3000 Interpreting Service: These funds are used to acquire interpreting services for the
Hearing Impaired as required by law.

$5000 Summer Camp Scholarships: Funds will be used to provide scholarships for persons
with disabilities to attend summer camp. '
