Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to provide funding for Jacksonville-Magnolia Gardens Stormwater Rehabilitation Phase IIIB.  Phase IIIB pipes existing open ditches from Raines Vikings Way to Ardisia Road North (proposed 36” RCP pipe) and north on Ardisia Road N (approx 65 feet -36” RCP pipe) and then easterly through a drainage easement between two properties to the newly constructed outfall system located west of Japonica Road N (phase IIIA). A copy of the map of the area described as the Jacksonville-Magnolia Gardens Stormwater Rehabilitation Phase IIIB is attached hereto as Exhibit 1. 
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2010-558-E, being the 2011-2015 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended for the projects entitled “Jacksonville-Magnolia Gardens Stormwater Rehab” and “Drainage System Rehab.”  These projects are more fully described on Exhibit 2, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2010-558-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2010-558-E shall continue in full force and effect.
