ORDINANCE 2011-171
AN ORDINANCE NAMING MCGIRTS CREEK PARK LOCATED AT 8435 118TH STREET, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA 32244 IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 FOR LEW BRANTLEY TO BE KNOWN AS “LEW BRANTLEY PARK”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.



WHEREAS, Senator Lewis B. (Lew) Brantley was a native of McRae, Georgia, who attended Georgia Tech and Jacksonville University and had been a resident of Jacksonville for over half a century; and

WHEREAS, Lew Brantley was elected to the Florida House of Representatives at the age of 26 in 1966, where he served as Representative for the 21st House District until his election to the Florida State Senate in 1970 as Senator for the Eighth Senate  District, where he served until 1978; and
WHEREAS, Senator Brantley represented the citizens living in the area of McGirts Creek Park located at 8435 118th Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32244 in his tenure as Representative for the 21st House District and as Senator for the Eighth Senate District; and
WHEREAS, his tenure in the Legislature included service as chairman of several important committees and culminated with his election as President of the Florida Senate for 1976-1978, where he was the last presiding officer in the "Old Capitol" and the first presiding officer in the "New Capitol;" and

WHEREAS, Senator Brantley has been the recipient of numerous prestigious awards for distinguished and outstanding service, good government, legislative achievement, and effectiveness, and his civic affiliations have included the Boy Scouts of America, Rotary, and West Duval Jaycees, in addition to Masonic, Scottish Rite, and Shrine activities; and

WHEREAS, Lew Brantley, a Shrine member since 1960 and Potentate of Jacksonville's Morocco Temple in 1985, was honored by election to the position of Imperial Potentate of the Shrine of North America; and

WHEREAS, Senator Brantley was well-known in the Jacksonville community for his dedicated involvement, diligence and distinction in public service, and professional integrity; 
WHEREAS,
in May 2004, the citizens of the City of Jacksonville lost a genuine pillar of the community in the person and passing of Senator Lew Brantley; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Naming Park.  McGirts Creek Park located at 8435 118th Street,  Jacksonville, Florida 32244 in Council District 12 is hereby named “Lew Brantley Park” in recognition of Senator Lew Brantley’s long civic dedication to the citizens of the City of Jacksonville.


Section 2.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
