ORDINANCE 2011-172-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING SIGN REGULATIONS; WAIVING PORTIONS OF ORDINANCE 2010-253-E AND ORDINANCE 2010-767-E AND CHAPTER 656 (ZONING CODE), PART 13 (SIGN REGULATIONS), SECTION 656.1313 (TEMPORARY DIRECTIONAL REAL ESTATE SIGNS DURING WEEKENDS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO AUTHORIZE UNLIMITED TEMPORARY DIRECTIONAL REAL ESTATE SIGNS BETWEEN FROM MARCH 26, 2011 THROUGH MARCH 27, 2011; WAIVING SECTION 656.123 (PUBLIC HEARING), CHAPTER 656 (ZONING CODE), ORDINANCE CODE IN ORDER TO WAIVE THE PUBLIC HEARING REQUIREMENT FOR THE APPROPRIATE COMMITTEE OF THE COUNCIL; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Council passed Ordinance 2010-253-E on June 8, 2010, and made certain findings and determinations that, among other things, small weekend directional signs should be allowed within the non-paved portion of the right of way of any City of Jacksonville road based upon certain location requirements and subject to certain enumerated conditions and limitations, including a durational limit and an annual permit fee of one hundred dollars as set forth in Section 656.1313(b) and (k), Ordinance Code; and,

WHEREAS, the Council passed Ordinance 2010-767-E on October 26, 2010, which reduced the annual permit fee for temporary directional real estate signs during weekends from one hundred ($100) dollars to thirty-five ($35) dollars; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds and determines that it would be reasonable and consistent with its prior findings and determinations to waive the number, permitting, and fee provisions of the above described ordinances for “Florida Open House Weekend” in order to provide immediate assistance in improving housing sales and the local economy as a whole; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Section 656.1313 Waived.  Those provisions of Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Part 13 (Sign Regulations), Section 656.1313 (Temporary directional real estate signs during weekends), Ordinance Code, which (a) limit the numbers and locations of temporary directional real estate signs; (b) require permitting of those signs; and (c) require the payment of permitting fees for those signs, are hereby waived for  “Florida Open House Weekend,” March 26, 2011 and March 27, 2011. In all other respects, and for all other dates, Section 656.1313 (Temporary directional real estate signs during weekends) shall be in full force and effect.
Section 2.

Section 656.123, Ordinance Code waived. The provisions of Section 656.123 (Public hearing), Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived for the purpose of waiving any requirement for a public hearing at the appropriate committee of the Council.

Section 3.

Requesting Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency.  The sponsor is requesting emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is that this ordinance is being enacted for the “Florida Open House Weekend,” March 26, 2011 and March 27, 2011, and must be enacted as soon as possible for implementation. 

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
