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ORDINANCE 2011-182
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING, A UTILITY AND DRAINAGE EASEMENT IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 WHICH WAS RESERVED TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BY ORDINANCE 2008-323-E AT THE REQUEST OF SHANDS JACKSONVILLE FOUNDATION, INC. AND SHANDS JACKSONVILLE PROPERTIES, INC. (“APPLICANTS”) ON BEHALF OF THE UNITED STATES VETERANS ADMINISTRATION (“VA”) TO ALLOW FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW VA MEDICAL FACILITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A utility and drainage easement in Council District 7 which was reserved to the City of Jacksonville by Ordinance 2008-323-E, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby closed and abandoned, and/or disclaimed, as a utility and drainage easement at the request of Shands Jacksonville Foundation, Inc. and Shands Jacksonville Properties, Inc. (the “Applicants”) on behalf of the United States Veterans Administration (the “VA”). 

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to allow for the construction of a new VA medical facility. The Applicant has paid a processing fee of $500. Applicant has agreed to relocate facilities as dictated by the development plan and grant appropriate easements for utilities and drainage. This request was routed to all municipal agencies having an interest and there were no objections.  

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
