PHILIP RANDOLPH BOULEVARD, AND 2) $52,595 TO DANIEL MEMORIAL FOR ROOF REPLACEMENTS AT 3725 BELFORT ROAD ($23,775) AND AT 4203 SOUTHPOINT BOULEVARD ($28,820), ALL AS INITIATED BY B.T. 11-061; providing THAT THE FUNDS APPROPRIATED HEREBY SHALL NOT LAPSE BUT SHALL CARRYOVER AS APPROPRIATED FUNDS FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT, AS APPLICABLE; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TAKE FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide, from Community Development Division lapsed funds for fiscal year 2007-2008, $94,700 in funding to Fresh Ministries for pre-development costs to renovate 616 A. Philip Randolph Boulevard, and $52,595 to Daniel Memorial for roof replacements at 3725 Belfort Road ($23,775) and at 4203 Southpoint Boulevard ($28,820).  A copy of the budgets and application letters are attached hereto as Exhibit 2, labeled as “Exhibit 2, Budgets and Letters, RCD – 4/18/11”.

Enclosed is a CDBG application from FreshMinistries seeking funding to renovate
the two-story grey building on the comer of A. Philip Randolph Boulevard and
Albert Street. This facility will be used to provide programming for our Urban
Resource Center which will provide a variety of services for the East Jacksonville
Neighborhood and the urban core.

The battle to alleviate poverty has traditionally focused on increasing income
levels but in a service economy like Jacksonville, pay scales remain low for most
service-related jobs and employment tumover is high. Greater income alone is
not enough to empower low-income families to reach their goals, nor will it provide
them with the stability, financial foundation, and future orientation they desire.
Through our range of programs we are helping families set goals and establish
plans, train for jobs, find employment and increase their involvement in their
neighborhoods and community.

We are seeking $94,700 to fund pre-construction planning (architectural and
engineering drawings and specs). COBG funds will leverage $23,675 on in-kind
services provided by the architectural firm as well as $400,000 in acquisition
costs.

Programming provided through the faciity will facilitate neighborhood
revitalization by improving househoid stability, fostering long-term thinking and
planning, increasing community involvement and civic participation, building
assets that are reinvested in the community and enhancing the well-being and life
chances of children.

We look forward to expanding our partnership with the City in this important
initiative.
