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FINAL ORDER REMANDING APPEAL,
911 EMERGENCY ADDRESSING ADVISORY COMMITTEE
RE-ASSIGNMENT OF OUT-OF-SEQUENCE ADDRESS

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee reviewed the Notice of Appeal regarding the
appeal of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee re-assignment of 4230 Southpoint Parkway to
7026 Southpoint Parkway. The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee heard testimony and
received and reviewed documentary evidence presented at the Transportation, Energy and Utilities
Committee meetings and public hearings held on April 4, April 18, May 2 and May 16, 2011.

Upon review of the entire record, the Council finds substantial competent evidence in the record to
